7. 	Contract description
The backpack will be made of an ergonomic design that allows for quick donning and adjustment to the individual body parameters of the intervention personnel, as well as not limiting the user's movements.
The backpack will be made of the following components: double-action manual pump, filling port, airtight lid, carrying handle, straps, triple fastening harness, water jet regulator, lower outlet, filling port lock, closure for container replacement.
The materials used in the construction of the backpack and that come into contact with the user's skin must not cause irritation or illness.
The backpack's construction will allow for its disassembly for technical maintenance work, cleaning and washing of all its parts, including the use of washing/decontamination/disinfection agents.
The base of the backpack (water tank) will be made of a single layer with a filling volume of not less than 20 liters of water and up to 25 liters, with robust fabric covered with yellow PVC for better visibility.
The backpack will be equipped with a rubber hose with layered textile reinforcement, having at the end a leak-proof manual pump, without substance loss, with the possibility of adjusting the jet that can discharge the extinguishing agent over 10 meters with a compact jet or 5 meters with a spray jet, as well as with straps made of resistant material.
The manual pump will be double-acting, with a surface finish that ensures a very smooth stroke, and at the end it will be equipped with a metal nozzle for regulating the flow rate.
The back pad (the part between the tank and the user's back) will be made of thermal insulation material that will guarantee comfort and protection of the back in cold water.
The harness will be adjustable to ensure comfort and will be composed of wide shoulder, waist and sternum straps, fully adjustable.
The lid and filling mouth of the backpack tank will be large to allow easy filling with water without removing it from the user.
The carrying handle will be large plastic or leather strap with plastic reinforcements for easy handling of the backpack filled with water.

Number of tenders
No more than one tender can be submitted by a natural or legal person whatever the form of participation (as an individual legal entity or as leader or member of a consortium submitting a tender).  In the event that a natural or legal person submits more than one tender, all tenders in which that person has participated will be excluded.
The tenderer may submit a tender for one lot only, several lots or all of the lots, but only one tender per lot. Contracts will be awarded lot by lot and each lot will form a separate contract.
Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA
16. 	Selection criteria
Capacity-providing entities
An economic operator (i.e., candidate or tenderer) may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links it has with them. If the economic operator relies on other entities, it must in that case prove to the contracting authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for the performance of the contract by producing a commitment by those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility as the economic operator relying on them and must comply with the selection criteria for which the economic operator relies on them. Furthermore, the data for this third entity for the relevant selection criterion should be included in a separate document. Proof of the capacity will also have to be provided when requested by the contracting authority.
With regard to technical and professional criteria, an economic operator may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the tasks for which these capacities are required. 
With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the economic operator relies, become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
The following selection criteria will be applied to the tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole if not specified otherwise. The selection criteria will not be applied to natural persons and single-member companies when they are sub-contractors.
1) Economic and financial capacity of the tenderer (based on item 3 of the tender form). In case of tenderer being a public body, equivalent information should be provided. The reference period which will be taken into account will be the last three financial years for which accounts have been closed.
2)	Professional capacity of the tenderer (based on items 4 of the tender form).
The reference period which will be taken into account will be the last three years preceding the submission deadline.
3)	Technical capacity of tenderer (based on items 5 and 6 of the tender form). The reference period which will be taken into account will be the last three years preceding the submission deadline.
This means that the  contract the tenderer refers to could have been started at any time during the indicated period but it does not necessarily have to be completed during that period, nor implemented during the entire period. Tenderers are allowed to refer either to supply contracts completed within the reference period (although started earlier) or to supply contracts not yet completed. Only the portion satisfactorily completed during the reference period will be taken into consideration. This portion will have to be supported by documentary evidence (statement or certificate from the entity which awarded the contract, proof of payment) also detailing its value. If a tenderer has implemented the supply contract in a consortium, the percentage that the tenderer has successfully completed must be clear from the documentary evidence, together with a description of the nature of the supplies provided if the selection criteria relating to the pertinence of the experience have been used.
Previous experience which would have led to breach of contract and termination by a contracting authority shall not be used as reference. This is also applicable concerning the previous experience of experts required under a fee-based service contract.

20. 	How tenders may be submitted
Tenders must be submitted in English exclusively to the contracting authority, using the means specified in point 9 of the instructions to tenderers.  
Tenders submitted by any other means will not be considered.
By submitting a tender tenderers accept to receive notification of the outcome of the procedure by electronic means.
21.	Alteration or withdrawal of tenders
Tenderers may alter or withdraw their tenders by written notification prior to the deadline for submission of tenders. No tender may be altered after this deadline.
Any such notification of alteration or withdrawal shall be prepared and submitted in accordance with point 13 of the instructions to tenderers.
