both (hereinafter referred to as the Parties), have entered into this Agreement with respect to the following: 

a.	Purchase of machinery for metalworking,
                                 (name of good/service)
hereinafter referred to as Goods/Services, in accordance with the public procurement 
procedure __________ no._______ of_________________,
based on the decision of the Buyer/Beneficiary working group from „___” _____________20__.

b.	The following documents shall be considered as component parts of the Contract:

a)	Technical specification;
b)	Price specification;
c)	other component documents as required, e.g. drawings, graphs, forms, provisional and final acceptance protocol, etc.

c.	In the event of discrepancies or inconsistencies between the component documents of the Contract, the documents will be given the order of priority listed above.
d.	As consideration for the payments to be made by the Buyer/Beneficiary, the Supplier/Provider hereby undertakes to deliver/perform to the Buyer/Beneficiary the Goods/Services and to remedy their defects in accordance with the provisions of the Contract in all respects.
e.	The Buyer/Beneficiary hereby undertakes to pay to the Supplier/Provider, as consideration for the delivery/performance of the goods/services, the Contract price within the time and in the manner set out in the Contract.

1.	Object of the Contract
1.1.	The Supplier/Provider undertakes to deliver/perform the Goods/Services in accordance with the Specification, which is an integral part of this Contract. 
1.2.	The Buyer/Beneficiary in turn undertakes to pay for and take delivery of the Goods/Services delivered/supplied by the Supplier/Provider. 
1.3.	The quality of the Goods shall be attested by the quality certificates indicated in the Specification. 
1.4	The services provided under the contract shall comply with the standards indicated in the Specification.
1.5	The warranty periods of the Goods/Services are indicated in Annex 22, Technical Specifications.

2.	Terms and conditions of delivery/performance
2.1.	Delivery/Performance of the Goods/Services shall be made by the Supplier/Provider within 6 months from the signing of the contract
2.2.	Documentation accompanying the Goods/Services includes:
2.3.	The originals of the documents referred to in point 2.2 shall be presented to the Buyer/Beneficiary at the latest at the time of delivery of the goods to the final destination/services. Delivery/Performance of the Goods/Services shall be deemed to be completed when the above documents are submitted.

3.	Price and payment conditions
3.1.	The price of the Goods/Services delivered/supplied under this Contract is set in euro, being indicated in the Specification of this Contract.
3.2.	The total amount of this Contract is established in euro and is: __________________________________euro.

3.3.	Payment for the Goods/Services delivered/supplied will be made in euro. 
3.4.	The method and terms of payment by the Buyer/Beneficiary shall be: up to 10 working days from delivery and signing the deed of receipt.
3.5.	Payments shall be made by bank transfer to the Supplier/Provider 's settlement account indicated in this Contract.

4.	Conditions of surrender-receipt
4.1.	The Goods/Services shall be deemed to have been delivered by the Supplier/Provider and received by the Buyer/Beneficiary [recipient, as the case may be] if:
a)	the quantity of the Goods/Services corresponds to the information indicated in the List of Goods/Services and the Delivery/Performance Schedule and accompanying documents as per point 2.2 of this Contract;
b)	the quality of the Goods/Services corresponds to the information indicated in the Specification;
c)	the quality of the Goods/Services corresponds to the information indicated in the Specification.
4.2.	The Supplier/Provider is obliged to provide the Buyer/Beneficiary with an original copy of the tax invoice with the delivery/performance of the Goods/Services for payment. For non-compliance by the Supplier/Provider with this clause, the Buyer/Beneficiary reserves the right to increase the payment term set out in clause 3.4 by the number of days of delay and to be exempted from the payment of the penalty set out in clause 10.3.

5.	Standards
5.1.	The goods/services supplied/supplied under the contract will comply with the standards presented by the supplier in its technical proposal.
5.2.	Where no applicable standard or regulation is mentioned, the standards or other regulations authorised in the country of origin of the Goods/Services shall be observed.

6.	Obligations of the parties
6.1.	Under this Contract, the Supplier/Provider undertakes:
a)	to deliver/perform the Goods/Services under the terms of this Contract;
b)	notify the Buyer/Beneficiary after the signing of this Contract, within 5 calendar days, by telephone/fax or electronic means, of the availability of delivery/performance of the Goods/Services;
c)	to ensure appropriate conditions for the acceptance of the Goods/Services by the Buyer/Beneficiary [recipient, as the case may be], within the time limits set, in accordance with the requirements of this Contract;
d)	to ensure the integrity and quality of the Goods/Services throughout the period until their receipt by the Buyer/Beneficiary [recipient, as the case may be].
6.2.	Under this Contract, the Buyer/Beneficiary undertakes:
a)	take all necessary measures to ensure the timely acceptance of the Goods/Services delivered/supplied in accordance with the requirements of this Contract;
b)	to ensure the payment of the Goods/Services delivered/supplied, respecting the terms and deadlines indicated in this Contract.

7.	Circumstances justifying non-performance of the contract
7.1.	The Parties shall be exempt from liability for partial or total non-fulfilment of their obligations under this Contract if this is caused by the occurrence of circumstances justifying non-fulfilment of the contract (wars, natural disasters: fires, floods, earthquakes, and other circumstances beyond the control of the Parties).
7.2.	The Party invoking the non-performance clause is obliged to inform the other Party immediately (but not later than 10 days) of the occurrence of the circumstances justifying non- performance.
7.3.	The occurrence of circumstances justifying non-performance of the contract, the time of triggering and the time limit for action must be confirmed by a certificate duly issued by the competent body in the country of the Party invoking such circumstances.
7.4     In the event of circumstances justifying non-performance of the contract, the contract shall be modified by additional agreement, including modification of the terms of performance, in the event of subsequent performance of the contract. When performing points 7.1 and 7.3, the parties shall modify the contract by additional agreement, concerning partial or total non-performance, including modification of the terms in case of suspension and subsequent performance of the contract.
 8.	Resolution
8.1.	Termination of the Contract may be effected by mutual agreement of the Parties.
8.2.	The contract may be unilaterally terminated by:
a)	Buyer/Beneficiary in the event of refusal by Supplier/Provider to deliver/perform the Goods/Services under this Contract;         
b)	Buyer/Beneficiary in case of non-compliance by the Supplier/Provider with the delivery/performance deadlines set;
c)	Supplier/Provider in the event of the Buyer/Beneficiary's failure to pay for the Goods/Services on time;
d)	Supplier/Provider or Buyer/Beneficiary in the event of non-fulfilment by either Party of claims made under this Contract.
8.3      The Buyer/Beneficiary has the right to unilaterally terminate the contract during its period of validity in one of the following situations:
a) the contractor was, at the time of award, in one of the situations that would have led to its exclusion from the award procedure according to Article 19 of Law no.131/2015 on public procurement;
b) the contract has been subject to a substantial modification requiring a new public procurement procedure in accordance with Article 76 of Law No 131/2015 on public procurement;
c) the contract should not have been awarded to the contractor in question, in view of a serious breach of the obligations arising from Law No 131/2015 on public procurement and/or international treaties to which the Republic of Moldova is a party, which has been established by a decision of a national or, where appropriate, international court.
8.4.	The Party initiating the termination of the Contract is obliged to inform the other Party within ___ working days of its intentions in a reasoned letter.
8.5.	The notified party is obliged to respond within ___ working days of receipt of the notification. If the dispute is not resolved within the time limits, the initiating Party shall initiate the resolution.

9.	Complaints 
9.1.	Complaints regarding the quantity of Goods/Services delivered/supplied shall be submitted to the Supplier/Provider at the time of their receipt and shall be confirmed by a document drawn up jointly with the Supplier/Provider's representative.
9.2.	Claims concerning the quality of the goods/services delivered/supplied shall be submitted to the Supplier/Provider within 10 days of the detection of quality deficiencies and must be confirmed by a certificate issued by a neutral independent organisation authorised for this purpose.
9.3.	The Supplier/Provider is obliged to examine the submitted claims within days 5 of receipt and to inform the Buyer/Beneficiary of the decision taken.
9.4.	In case of acknowledgement of claims, the Supplier/Provider is obliged, within 10 days, to deliver/supplement the Buyer/Beneficiary the undelivered/undelivered quantity of goods/services, and in case of finding of inadequate quality - to substitute or correct them in accordance with the requirements of the Contract. 
9.5.	The Supplier/Provider shall be liable for the quality of the Goods/Services within the limits set, including hidden defects.
9.6.	In case of deviation from the quality confirmed by the quality certificate issued by the independent neutral organisation or authorised for this purpose, the costs of detention or delay shall be borne by the guilty party.

10.	Sanctions
[bookmark: _GoBack]10.1.	The form of performance guarantee agreed by the Buyer/Beneficiary is a bank transfer/guarantee in the amount of 5% of the contract value.
10.2.	For refusal to sell/perform the Goods/Services provided for in this Contract, the performance guarantee shall be retained if it has been established in accordance with the provisions of point 10.1., otherwise the Supplier/Provider shall bear a penalty of 5% of the total amount of the contract.
10.3.	For late delivery/performance of the Goods/Services, the Supplier/Provider shall be liable to pay compensation in the amount of 0,1% of the amount of the undelivered/undelivered Goods/Services for each day of delay, but not more than 5% of the total amount of this Contract. If the delay exceeds 5 days, the Supplier/Provider shall provide the Buyer/Beneficiary with a written explanation. If the Buyer/Beneficiary accepts, the Supplier/Provider shall extend the period of validity of the performance guarantee, otherwise it shall be deemed to be a refusal to deliver/perform the Goods/Services under this Contract and the Supplier/Provider shall have the Contract performance guarantee retained, if it has been lodged in accordance with the provisions of item 10.1.
10.4.	For late payment, the Buyer/Beneficiary shall be liable to pay compensation in the amount of 0,1% of the amount of the Goods/Services not paid for each day of delay, but not more than 5% of the total amount of this contract.
10.5. The first working day following the date constituting the delivery/performance deadline and the payment deadline shall be considered a working day of delay. 
10.6. The amount of the penalty calculated to the Supplier/Provider under this Contract may be deducted (withheld) by the Buyer/Beneficiary from the amount of the payment for the Goods/Services delivered/supplied.

11.	Intellectual property rights
11.1.	The Supplier/Provider is obliged to indemnify the Purchaser against any:
a)	claims and legal actions arising from infringement of intellectual property rights (patents, names, trademarks, etc.) relating to equipment, materials, plant or machinery used for or in connection with the products purchased, and
b)	damages, costs, fees and expenses of any nature whatsoever, unless such breach results from compliance with the Specifications drawn up by the Purchaser.

12.	Final provisions
12.1.	Disputes arising out of this Agreement shall be settled by the Parties amicably. Otherwise, they shall be referred to the competent court of law according to the legislation of the Republic of Moldova.
12.2.	The contracting parties shall have the right, during the performance of the contract, to agree to amend the terms of the contract by means of an additional agreement only if circumstances arise which are detrimental to their legitimate business interests and which could not have been foreseen at the time of conclusion of the contract. Amendments and additions to this Contract shall be valid only if they have been made in writing and signed by both Parties.  
12.3.	Neither Party shall have the right to transfer its obligations and rights under this Agreement to third parties without the written consent of the other Party.
12.4.	If this Contract is signed electronically by both parties, it is automatically delivered by electronic means, but if the contract is signed holographically, it is drawn up in two copies in Romanian, one copy each for Supplier/Provider, Buyer/Beneficiary.
12.5.	This Contract shall be deemed concluded on the date of signature and shall enter into force on the date of registration with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance, if the financial sources are allocated from the state budget/local budget, or on the date of signature or on another later date indicated in this contract if the management of the financial sources is not carried out through the treasury system.
12.6.	This contract is valid until 31.12.2022.
12.7.	This Contract represents the agreement of will of the parties and shall be deemed to have been signed on the date of the last signature by one of the parties.
12.8.	To confirm the above, the Parties have signed this Contract in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Moldova.
