INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONTRACTING AUTHORITIES AND BIDDERS

Section 1

General Provisions 

[bookmark: _Hlk68783832]1. This Documentation is an instruction for contracting authorities and bidders, used for initiating and conducting public procurement procedures for supplies and services. In procedures for the procurement of supplies and services initiated and conducted by means of calls to tender and low-value purchases, contracting authorities may simplify the forms depending on the complexity of the procurement.

This Documentation contains annexes intended for the initiation, publication, award and amendment of public procurement procedures, as well as to facilitate the preparation and submission of the bid, and documents enabling the working group to examine and evaluate all bids submitted, as follows:

3. Details on quantities of supplies and services, technical specifications, standards and resources are given in Specifications (Annex 21). 
4. Contracting authority shall ensure that, at the time of initiating the public procurement procedure, financial means are allocated or there is a guarantee of their allocation and intended exclusively for the procurement in question.
5. Award of public procurement contract for supplies and services shall be carried out under the provisions of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
6. Where the contracting authority initiates a framework agreement, as a special way of awarding public procurement contracts for supplies and services, the procedure shall be carried out as per Regulation on Framework Agreement as a special way of awarding public procurement contracts, approved by Government Decision No. 694/2020.
7. Where the contracting authority initiates the negotiation procedure, the procedure shall be conducted as per the Regulation on Public Procurement using the negotiation procedure, approved by Government Decision No. 599/2020.
8. Where the contracting authority initiates preselection procedures, Annexes relating to the given procedures shall be used: Annex 1, Annex 3, Annex 4, Annex 5, Annex 6 and Annex 25.
9. The bidder shall bear all costs related to the preparation and submission of its bid and accompanying documents thereof.
10. Application for participation (Annex 7), Bid, European Single Procurement Document (hereafter - ESPD), awarding documentation, Specifications and all correspondence between the bidder and contracting authority shall be drawn up into Romanian, or as the case may be, all listed documents may be drawn up into one of the international languages. Supporting documents and printed specialist literature, which form part of the bid, may also be drawn up into another language, specified in the awarding documentation, provided that they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant parts into Romanian.
[bookmark: _Toc392179963][bookmark: _Toc392180134][bookmark: _Toc449539024]11. Where the contracting authority has detected that the bidder has been involved in the practices described in points 22 and 23 within the award procedure of the public procurement contract, it shall: 
1) [bookmark: _Toc392179964][bookmark: _Toc392180135][bookmark: _Toc449539025]exclude the bidder from the respective procurement procedure and submit the request to the Public Procurement Agency for its inclusion in the Ban List, under the provisions of the Government Decision No. 1420/2016 for approval of Regulation on Record Keeping of the List of Qualified Economic Operators; or
2) take any other measures provided for in Article 42 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
[bookmark: _Toc392179965][bookmark: _Toc392180136][bookmark: _Toc449539026]12. The following actions shall be prohibited in the procurement procedure:
1) [bookmark: _Toc392179966][bookmark: _Toc392180137][bookmark: _Toc449539027]promise or offer to an official, personally or via an intermediary, of property or services, privileges, or advantages in any form, to influence the actions of another party;
2) [bookmark: _Toc392179967][bookmark: _Toc392180138][bookmark: _Toc449539028]any action or omission, including misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads or tends to mislead a party to obtain a financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;
3) [bookmark: _Toc392179968][bookmark: _Toc392180139][bookmark: _Toc449539029]an agreement prohibited by law between two or more parties entered into for the purpose of coordinating their conduct in public procurement procedures;
4) directly or indirectly damaging any party or the property of that party to improperly influence its actions;
5) deliberate destruction, falsification, counterfeiting or concealment of investigatory material, or submission of false information to criminal prosecution bodies, to substantially impede the criminal prosecution conducted by law enforcement authorities to identify fraudulent practices, as well as threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent them from disclosing information on matters relevant to the criminal prosecution.


Section 2

Candidates/Bidders Qualification

13. Any economic operator, resident or non-resident, natural person or legal entity governed by public or private law, or association of such persons, shall be entitled to participate in the procedure for the award of public procurement contract for supplies and services.
     14. A natural person or legal entity having participated in the preparation of awarding documentation shall be entitled, as an economic operator, to be a bidder, associated bidder or subcontractor, but only if its involvement in the preparation of such awarding documentation is not such as to distort competition. A natural person or legal entity participating directly in the process of verifying and evaluating bids shall not be entitled to be a bidder, associated bidder or subcontractor, under penalty of exclusion from the award procedure.
15. Several legal entities are entitled to associate for submitting a joint bid, each associate shall also submit the ESPD separately. Such association must be submitted in written form at the request of the contracting authority once it has been declared in the ESPD.
16. Subsidiaries of economic operators, with legal personality and registered under the provisions of point 29, shall be entitled to participate in the procedure for awarding the contract for public procurement of supplies and services on their own behalf and, for this purpose, must submit documents proving their eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic and financial capacity.
17. Subsidiaries shall be entitled to participate in the procedure for awarding the contract for public procurement of supplies and services and to conclude the contract in question only on behalf of the legal entity, by means of a power of attorney. In this case, the documents submitted, proving eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic and financial capacity, must be those of the legal entity.
18. To confirm the qualification data within the public procurement procedure, the economic operator shall fill in and submit the ESPD, according to the standard form of the European Single Procurement Document, approved by Order of Minister of Finance No. 72/2020, under the requirements set by the contracting authority. Submission of any other ESPD form shall be a ground for disqualification from the public procurement procedure.
19. Depending on the specifics of procurement and procedure chosen, the contracting authority shall be obliged to set out for each individual procedure the qualification criteria as well as the supporting documents necessary to be submitted by economic operators.
20. Contracting authority shall apply qualification criteria and requirements only relating to:
1) eligibility of bidder or candidate;
2) professional capacity;
3) economic and financial capacity;
4) technical capacity;
5) quality assurance standards;
6) environmental protection standards.
21. For ascertaining the qualification data in public procurement procedures, the economic operator shall submit at the time of assessment the documents required by the contracting authority in public procurement procedures. Documents shall be submitted in electronic format, using the Automated Information System “State Register of Public Procurement” (Sistemul Informaţional Automatizat “Registrul de Stat al Achiziţiilor Publice”) (hereinafter - SIA RSAP), except for cases referred to in Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement. 
22. Any bidder or candidate shall be excluded from the award procedure if it is confirmed that, within the last 5 years, it has been convicted by final judgment of a court for participation in activities of a criminal organisation or group, for corruption, fraud and/or money laundering, for terrorist offences or offences related to terrorist activities, terrorist financing, child labour and other forms of trafficking in human beings.
23. Any bidder falling into any of the situations referred to in Article 19 paragraphs (2) and (3) and Article 16 paragraph (6) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement shall be excluded from the procedure for award of the public procurement contract and, respectively, shall be ineligible.
24. Any bidder/candidate falling into one of the situations referred to in points 22 and 23 shall provide evidence showing that the measures taken by it are sufficient to demonstrate its reliability and credibility, notwithstanding the existence of a ground for exclusion. Where the contracting authority considers such evidence to be sufficient, the bidder/candidate concerned shall not be excluded from the public procurement procedure, unless the economic operator has been excluded by a final judgment of a court from participation in public procurement procedures.
25. Contracting authority shall extract the information necessary to ascertain the existence or non-existence of circumstances referred to in points 22 and 23 from available databases of public authorities or third parties. Where this is not possible, the contracting authority shall be obliged to accept as sufficient and relevant to demonstrate that the bidder/candidate is not in one of the situations referred to in points 22 and 23 any document considered to be relevant, in this regard, in the bidder’s country of origin or in the country where the bidder is established, such as certificates, criminal records or other equivalent documents issued by the competent authorities of the country concerned.
26. Concerning the references in point 23, in accordance with the national legislation of the State in which the bidders are established, these requests shall refer to natural persons and legal entities, including, where appropriate, company directors or any person with powers of representation, decision-making or control in relation to the bidder/candidate.
27. Where in the country of origin or in the country where the bidder/candidate is established no documents of the kind referred to in point 22 are issued or where such documents do not cover all the situations referred to in point 23, the contracting authority shall be obliged to accept an affidavit or, if there are no legal provisions in the country concerned relating to affidavits, a declaration on oath made before a notary, an administrative or judicial authority or a professional association competent in this field.
28. Contracting authority shall assess the measures taken by economic operators taking into account the seriousness and particular circumstances of the offence or misconduct. Where it considers that the measures taken are insufficient, the contracting authority shall inform the bidder/candidate of the reasons for exclusion.

Contracting authority requires any bidder to provide proof of a form of registration for legal entity, legal capacity to execute the awarding documentation and to deliver/supply the supplies/services in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which it is established.
30. Bidder must have a minimum level of economic and/or financial capacity and submit information/documentation on economic and/or financial capacity to be qualified under the contract performance requirements, such as:
1) achievement of an average annual turnover over the last three years equal to or greater than the amount set out in point 16 of Annex 2, which may not exceed twice the estimated contract value, except in duly substantiated cases such as those involving special risks related to the nature of supplies or services;
2) appropriate bank statements or, where applicable, evidence of professional risk assurance;
3) financial statement for the previous management period, approved and registered by the competent bodies, and any other relevant legal documents by which the bidder can prove its economic and financial capacity.
31. When a contract is divided into lots, the turnover index shall be applied for each individual lot. However, the contracting authority is to determine the minimum annual turnover required for economic operators by reference to groups of lots if the successful bidder is awarded several lots to be executed at the same time.
32. Upon request of the contracting authority, the bidder shall submit documents demonstrating technical and/or professional capacity for execution of the future contract only to the extent that this information is relevant for the performance of the contract and is not available in the databases of public authorities or third parties:
[bookmark: _Hlk61426369]1) a list of main deliveries of similar supplies/services during the last 3 years, as set out in Annex 12. These certificates shall indicate the beneficiaries, whether they are contracting authorities or private clients, the values and periods of delivery/provision.
2) a declaration of technical equipment and quality assurance measures and, where appropriate, study and research resources;
3) information concerning the specialist technical staff/body employed or whose commitment to participate has been obtained by the bidder/candidate, in particular for quality control assurance purposes;
4) certificates or other documents issued by bodies authorised for this purpose attesting the conformity of supplies, clearly identified by reference to relevant specifications or standards;
5) samples (in so far as the need for submission is justified), descriptions and/or photographs the authenticity of which must be demonstrable if the contracting authority so requests;
6) information concerning education, professional training and qualifications of managerial staff and persons responsible for the performance of the contract as set out in Annex 14;
7) declaration of the average annual number of employees and managerial staff for the last 3 years;
8) where appropriate, information on the environmental protection measures which the economic operator may apply during the performance of the supplies/services contract, per point 36;
9) information concerning the machinery, plant and technical equipment available to the economic operator for properly performing the contract for supplies/services per Annex 13;
10) information concerning the part of the contract which the economic operator may intend to subcontract, as set out in Annex 15. Copy(ies) of the contract(s) concluded with the subcontractor(s) shall also be attached to Annex 15.
33. The bidder shall have a minimum level of experience to be qualified as per the requirements for the performance of the contract by demonstrating specific experience being a minimum 3 years in the delivery/provision of similar supplies/services, confirmed by attaching copies of contracts, invoices and surrender-receipt deeds.
34. When requested by the contracting authority, the economic operator shall submit documents and certificates issued by independent bodies attesting that it complies with certain quality assurance standards (ISO 9001), these must relate to quality assurance systems based on the relevant European standards series certified by bodies complying with the European standards series on certification or to relevant international standards issued by accredited bodies.

In accordance with the principle of mutual recognition, the contracting authority shall be obliged to accept equivalent certificates issued by bodies established in the Member States of the European Union. Where the economic operator does not hold a quality certificate as requested by the contracting authority, the latter shall be obliged to accept any other certificates submitted by the economic operator concerned, insofar as they confirm that an adequate level of quality is assured.
36. The economic operator submits documents and certificates, issued by independent bodies, certifying that it complies with certain environmental protection standards, this must relate to:
1)   Eco-Management and Audit Scheme (EMAS), or;
2) environmental management standards based on the series of European or international standards in the field, certified by bodies complying with Community Legislation or European or international standards on certification.
37. In accordance with the principle of mutual recognition, the contracting authority shall be obliged to accept equivalent certificates issued by bodies established in the Member States of the European Union. If the economic operator does not hold an environmental certificate as requested by the contracting authority, the latter shall be obliged to accept any other certificates submitted by the economic operator concerned, insofar as they confirm that an adequate level of environmental protection is assured.
38. Contracting authorities may use several general sustainability criteria for the delivery of supplies and provision of services:
1) Labels with multiple criteria: European label (flower), Scandinavian label (Nordic swan) and national labels (such as the German blue angel);
2) Purchase of organic and nutritionally balanced food for schools/kindergartens;
3) Possibilities for recycling/re-use of the product after it has been taken out of service;
4) Use of re-usable containers or packaging for transporting products;
5) Supply of environmentally friendly and recycled paper (chlorine and fibre-free);
6) Restrictions on the use of certain hazardous substances in the composition of the product;
7) Efficient air and water waste treatment systems in product manufacturing;
8) Use of environmental management systems and schemes (e.g. EMAS, ISO 14001);
9) Reduction of CO2 and other gas emissions through reduced delivery frequency and new packaging options;
10) Recycling or re-use of packaging accompanying products;
11) Introduction of specifications for vehicles with the lowest possible CO2 emissions for the respective category and dimensions, EURO standards for particulate and Nox emissions;
12) Encouraging the use of alternative fuel vehicles and electric or hybrid variants;
13) Purchasing vehicles with low GWP (global warming potential) air conditioning systems);
14) Purchase of equipment/utilities of the highest energy efficiency class; 
15) Procurement of low-mercury luminaires;
16) Reduction of air pollution in cities (by purchase of buses and cars with low emissions of particulate matter and nitrogen oxides);
17) Purchasing organic food and directly supporting sustainable agriculture;
18) Saving natural resources (by purchasing products made from recycled materials, reducing paper consumption by purchasing, and promoting the use of multifunctional devices);
19) Purchase of building materials and sustainable procurement; 
20)  Encouraging the use of recycled materials in construction;
21) Supplying certified sustainable products (Four EU eco-labels for components);
22) Purchase and use of low environmental impact building materials;
23) Services for storage of recyclable waste and waste management system;
24) Demolition waste management;
25) Purchasing green cleaning services using products that meet eco-label requirements;
26) Purchase of catering services with organic (bio) food, indicating the percentage of organic food;
27) Use of an environmental management system (EMS) for catering services;
28) Use of non-chemical, environmentally friendly methods;
29)	Purchasing green electricity;
30)	Imposing extended product lifetimes and a guarantee on spare parts;
31)  and others.

39. Where an association is formed, the requirements for meeting the qualification and selection criteria relating to economic and financial standing or technical and professional capacity may be met by combining the tasks incumbent on each associate in proportion.
40. Concerning the turnover criteria, for an association, the average annual turnover taken into account is the overall value resulting from summing up the average annual turnover of each member of the association.
41. Concerning experience, to qualify under the requirements, associations must demonstrate an experience proportionate to the tasks to be carried out by each associate. 
42. Economic and financial capacity as well as technical and/or professional capacity of the bidder/candidate may also be supported, for the performance of a contract, by another person, regardless of the nature of the legal relationship between the bidder/candidate and the person concerned.
43. Where the bidder/candidate proves its economic and financial capacity as well as its technical and/or professional capacity by relying also on the support granted, under the provisions of point 42, by another person, it must prove the support it benefits from by submitting a written and signed firm commitment from that person (as set out in Annexes 16 and 18) and declarations from the third-party financial and technical/professional supporter (Annexes 17, 19 and 20) confirming that this person is making available to the bidder/candidate the financial, technical and professional resources relied on. Submission of the commitment shall be made at the request of the contracting authority once it has been declared in the ESPD. The person providing financial as well as technical and professional support must meet the relevant selection criteria and must not be in any of the situations referred to in points 22 and 23 which lead to exclusion from the award procedure.

Preparing/Drafting Bids 

[bookmark: _Hlk65750185]44. Contracting authority shall describe in Specifications the conditions/requirements for the supply of:
a) electricity, in compliance with Law No. 174/2017 on Energy and normative regulatory documents adopted by Administration Council of National Agency for Energy Regulation (Agenția Națională pentru Reglementare în Energetică) (hereinafter - ANRE), e.g.: Regulation on Electricity Supply, approved by ANRE Decision No. 23/2017, Regulation on Connection to Electricity Grids and Provision of Electricity Transmission and Distribution Services, approved by ANRE Decision No. 168/2019, Methodology on Calculation, Approval and Application of Regulated Tariffs for Ancillary Services Provided by System Operators in Electricity Sector, approved by ANRE Decision No. 269/2018, Instruction on Calculation of Active and Reactive Electricity Losses in Network Elements at Consumer Balance, approved by ANRE Decision No. 246/2007, Instruction on Calculation of Technological Consumption of Electricity in Distribution Networks, according to power factor values in user installations, approved by ANRE Decision No. 89/2003, etc.
b) [bookmark: _Hlk69898210][bookmark: _Hlk65748327]natural gas, in compliance with Law No. 108/2016 on Natural Gas and Law No. 174/2017 on Energy and normative regulatory documents of ANRE, e.g.: Regulation on Natural Gas Supply, approved by ANRE Decision No. 113/2019.
c) thermal energy, in compliance with Law No. 92/2014 on Thermal Energy and Promotion of Cogeneration and Law No. 174/2017 on Energy, and normative regulatory documents of ANRE, e.g.: Regulation on Thermal Energy Supply, approved by ANRE Decision No. 169/2019.
d) water supply and sewerage, in compliance with Law No. 303/2013 on Public Water Supply and Sewerage Service and secondary normative documents, e.g.: Framework Regulation on Organisation and Operation of Public Water Supply and Sewerage Service, approved by ANRE Decision No. 355/2019 or Regulations on Organisation and Operation of Public Water Supply and Sewerage Service approved by first-level local public authorities, if they have been drafted and approved.
e) petroleum products for refuelling cars, as per comprehensive list of the countrywide distribution network showing that the bidder owns filling stations in localities indicated in awarding documentation. Fuel shall be delivered to filling stations based on cards issued by the Supplier. The bidder shall provide the contracting authority with the possibility of purchasing fuel (without cash payment) by means of vouchers at the supplier’s refuelling stations in each of the localities mentioned in the awarding documentation. Where more than one locality/region is the final destination, the award of procurement contracts shall be made by lots for each locality/region. Cards shall be delivered upon application for the issue of a card by the contracting authority. The requested deadline for delivery of cards at the headquarters of the contracting authority is 5 working days from the date of entry into force of the contract and, respectively, from the date of transmission of the application for issuing additional cards.
45. Contracting authority shall specify in the Specifications details concerning the manner of transportation, provision, and use of products/services for:
a)  petroleum products for refuelling cars
The supplier shall provide the purchaser with permanent online access to information on the detailed status of all fuel purchases made by each of its vehicles. Possibility for the purchaser to obtain information on the remaining value of each card at any card-based filling station. The provider shall manage the list of lost or stolen cards and shall be obliged to block/unblock their use within 24 hours of the purchaser’s request. The supplier shall be obliged to guarantee that the products supplied comply with the minimum pollution standards approved under national legislation and can be supplied from existing stations in the localities indicated in the awarding documentation. The fuel delivered must meet the quality standards in force. Part II, Special Conditions of the Contract, and Annex 1 to the Contract “Technical Specifications”, contain the technical quality conditions and methods for determining the products, based on national or international standards and approvals. The supplier shall ensure the personalisation of cards on each vehicle (by registration number), and card configuration by fuel type. The supplier shall provide 24/7 assistance so that, in the event of certain deficiencies in the operation of fuel cards, the supplier shall be able to remedy the problems arising as quickly as possible. The supplier shall specify whether all cards are accepted at all CEEC stations located in the localities mentioned in the awarding documentation. The supplier shall provide the purchaser with instructions on how to use the card. The contracting authority reserves the right to increase or decrease the number of cards and to increase or decrease the quantity of fuel based on normative provisions.
b) electricity supply 
The electricity consumption shall be recorded by means of the Beneficiary’s metering equipment, which is responsible for its integrity. Where metering equipment is installed within the boundaries of the system operator’s property, the system operator shall be responsible for the integrity of the metering equipment and the seals applied. The system operator shall, upon request, provide the Beneficiary with access to the metering equipment. In this case, the Beneficiary shall be entitled to apply its own seal to the metering equipment. The installation, operation, servicing, repair work, periodic metrological checks and replacement of the Beneficiary’s metering equipment shall be carried out under Law No. 174/2017 on Energy and Law No. 107/2016 on Electricity and the expenses shall be borne by the Beneficiary. Inspection of the metering equipment and the seals applied to it shall be carried out by the system operator, as necessary, and only in the presence of the Beneficiary’s representative. Reading of metering equipment indices for billing of electricity consumed by the Beneficiary shall be carried out monthly by the system operator. The system operator’s staff and the system user shall be entitled to determine, by mutual consent, the time of carrying out the activities for reading the metering equipment indices. The quantity of electricity supplied to the Beneficiary shall be determined based on the metering equipment indices read at each consumption point or, in cases provided for in the Regulation on Electricity Supply, calculated by estimation. In the event of damage to metering equipment or if it is found that the Beneficiary has violated the provisions of the Law on Electricity, which has resulted in the consumption of electricity by circumventing the metering equipment, by distorting the indications of the metering equipment or in other ways of unrecorded consumption by the metering equipment, the counter value of electricity consumed shall be calculated under the provisions of the Regulation on Electricity Supply. The counter value of electricity losses in power transformers and power lines belonging to the Beneficiary shall be calculated based on the Instruction on Calculation of Active and Reactive Electricity Losses in Network Elements at Consumer Balance, approved by ANRE Decision No. 246/2007.
46. Contracting authority in the Specifications shall specify the method of calculating the cost/price of the supply/service by reference to the relevant normative documents. 
a) petroleum products for refuelling cars
The price of one litre of fuel bided will be the price displayed at the bidder’s filling stations applying the discount bided.
The supplier shall ensure that the contracting authority can set individual value limits for each card, including the possibility of changing them upwards or downwards. The unit price bided is the average price calculated by the bidder using the prices displayed on information boards at all stations in the locality/region indicated in the awarding documentation within 15 days up to the date of publication of notice of participation in the Public Procurement Bulletin, to which discount shall be applied.

The unit price shall be calculated according to the formula:

M1–average of prices displayed at all stations in the locality/region specified in point 1 for the first day;
M2–average of prices displayed at all stations in the locality/region specified in point 1 for the second day;
M15–average of prices displayed at all stations in the locality/region specified in point 1 for the fifteenth day;
D% –discount applied.

The discount is expressly specified in the bid and subsequently in Annex 2 to the Contract and remains unchanged for the entire duration of the Contract. Financial proposals shall compulsorily be accompanied by supporting documents relating to the prices submitted (tax receipt). The supplier shall invoice the counter value of products at the end of each month for the consumption carried out, according to a centralisation with the quantity supplied for each vehicle. The invoice for the consumption recorded on each card separately shall be accompanied by a consumption report containing detailed information on the transactions carried out on each card and vehicle, location, date, time of refuelling, type of fuel and, where applicable, the subtotal of the card and the grand total of fuel after each transaction.
For purchasing petroleum products for refuelling cars, under Article 26 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement, the best price-quality ratio criterion shall be applied, of which the price evaluation factor shall constitute a minimum of 60% and the remaining factors are at the discretion of the contracting authority (e.g. discount, location of CEEC stations, etc.). 
In all other cases relating to the purchase of bulk liquid and/or gaseous fuels, oils, etc., the general principle of procurement of supplies shall be used.
b) electricity 
Technological consumption of electricity caused by the power factor in the Beneficiary’s electrical installations shall be invoiced only if the power factor Cos φ, calculated at the boundary point, is less than __________(0.92 for the user installation connected to 0.4 kV voltage and 0.87 for 10(6) kV voltage). The quantity of technological consumption of electricity caused by the power factor in the Beneficiary’s electrical installations shall be calculated based on the Instruction on Calculation of Technological Consumption of Electricity in Distribution Networks, according to the power factor value in user installations, approved by the Decision of Administration Council of the Agency No. 89 of 13/2003. Where the supplier calculates the price based on the ANRE tariff minus - discount, the method of calculating the price shall be indicated in the special conditions of the contract and shall also indicate the cases in which it may be changed. Reduction and/or increase of the price and the contract value shall be carried out by additional agreement to the contract.

Economic operators interested in participating in the public procurement procedure shall be obliged to submit by the deadline set by the contracting authority for this purpose an application for participation, in case of application of the provisions of Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015. In other cases, it shall be submitted together with the bid.
48. The bid shall contain the following forms:

Technical proposal shall contain -Technical specifications (Annex 22);
           2) Financial proposal - the bidder shall draw up the financial proposal so that it provides all the required information on prices, tariffs and other financial and commercial conditions related to the subject matter of the public procurement contract for supplies and services. Financial proposal shall contain - Price specifications (Annex 23);
3) ESPD;
4) Bid guarantee, if applicable (Annex 9).
49. All the documents referred to in point 48 shall be filled in without any modification or deviation from the forms, blank spaces being filled in with the information requested. Incorrect filling in of the forms shall lead to rejection of the bid.
50. Economic operators shall prepare the bids as per the requirements set out in the notice of participation, published by the contracting authority in the Public Procurement Bulletin, and submit the bids electronically, using the interactive workflows made available by the electronic platforms, except in the cases referred to in Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
51. The bidder shall submit the bid guarantee in compliance with the provisions of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
52. For an association, the bid guarantee shall be submitted by the leader of the association.
53. The bidder shall be obliged, by submitting the Declaration on bid validity (Annex 8), to keep the bid valid throughout the validity period specified in the awarding documentation. The bid validity period shall start from the deadline for submission of bids. Any bid valid for less than the period laid down in Annex 2 shall be rejected by the working group as unsuitable.
54. In the event of an extension of bid validity, the validity period of the bid guarantee shall be extended accordingly.
[bookmark: _Hlk71620894]55. The bidder shall be obliged to inform the contracting authority whether or not it agrees to extend the period of bid validity. A bidder not agreeing to an extension of bid validity shall be deemed to have withdrawn its bid without forfeiting the bid guarantee.
56. Bids containing a guarantee period shorter than the bid validity period set out in Annex 2 shall be rejected by the working group or, where appropriate, by the specialist certified in public procurement.
57. Contracting authority shall set out the maximum period for delivery/supply of supplies/services in Annex 2.
58. Prices for the requested supplies/services shall be indicated in Moldovan lei (MDL), with two digits after the decimal point, unless otherwise specified in Annex 2.


Section 4

Submission and Opening of Bids 

59. Written and signed bid in electronic format, by the company’s administrator indicated in the Extract from State Register of Legal Entities or by the person empowered both in case of delegation or empowerment of the person, to the bid shall be attached to the deed/document of empowerment and shall be submitted according to the requirements set out in Annex 2 per the existing instruments in the SIA RSAP, except in cases provided for in Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
60. The bidder must take all measures to ensure that the bid is received and registered in the SIA RSAP by the deadline for submission of bids, taking into account the time required for uploading the bid into the system. Where bids are submitted on paper, the contracting authority shall compulsorily issue the economic operator with a receipt indicating the date and time of receipt of the bid.
61. Supporting documents in support of the information declared in the ESPD, containing personal data, shall be submitted separately, on paper or in scanned form, with the application of an electronic signature, using electronic means of communication or other means at the stage of evaluation of bids, upon request of the contracting authority.
62. SIA RSAP shall not accept bids submitted after the deadline for submission of bids.
63. In cases referred to in Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement, bids submitted after the deadline for opening bids shall be registered by the contracting authority and returned to the bidder unopened.
 64. In case of association under point 15, each of them shall assume the obligation for joint bid and be liable for any consequences of the future public procurement contract. Information concerning the association shall be provided by filling in Annex 11.
65. The bidder shall be entitled to submit only one basic bid. Associated bidders shall not be entitled to submit other bids individually in addition to the joint bid. Alternative bids shall be submitted only if the contracting authority has explicitly stated in the notice of participation that it allows or requires the submission of alternative bids.
66. Legal entities nominated as subcontractors in one or more bids are not entitled to submit bids on their own behalf or in association.
[bookmark: _Toc392180165][bookmark: _Toc449539055]67. The bidder shall be entitled to amend or withdraw the bid before the deadline for submission of bids, without forfeiting the right to withdraw the bid guarantee. 

Section 5

Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

68. Where bids contain technical, trade secrets or secrets relating to the protection of intellectual property, the contracting authority shall ensure the confidentiality of the bid content and any information relating to the bidder and shall also ensure the right of the economic operator not to disclose such data to the public by applying Article 33 paragraphs (7) and (11) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement, but the application of this Article shall relate only to the part containing the data listed above.
69. Examination of documents by the contracting authority shall be carried out based on the information submitted by the economic operators in the ESPD, and in compliance with the requirements stipulated in the notice of participation stating that:
1) it is eligible to participate in the public procurement procedures and there are no grounds for exclusion from the public procurement procedures for the award of the public procurement contract;
2) it meets the criteria relating to the economic and financial standing and/or technical and professional capacity set out by the contracting authority in the notice of participation or the awarding documentation.
3) they undertake to ensure and comply with quality assurance standards and environmental protection standards.
70. ESPD of economic operators shall be verified, where appropriate, directly by the contracting authority via automated procedures carried out in the SIA RSAP, by accessing a database of public authorities or third parties in the Republic of Moldova and, where necessary, in other States. 
71. If the evaluation establishes discrepancies between the information submitted by the economic operator in the ESPD and the requirements set by the contracting authority, the economic operator shall be disqualified, resulting in the rejection of the bid as unacceptable and non-compliant, and the documents of the following bidder/candidate shall be examined.
72. The economic operator, information of which is submitted in the DUAE, meets the requirements/conditions specified by the contracting authority in the notice of participation/invitation to participate, shall be obliged to submit supporting documents upon request and without delay.
73. The first-ranked bidder after application of the award criterion shall submit supporting documents demonstrating that it fully meets the requirements corresponding to the qualification and selection criteria in accordance with the information contained in the ESPD, except in multi-stage procedures where the supporting documents are requested before the second stage invitations are sent to the selected candidates. 
74. Bids shall be examined by the working group set up by the contracting authority or, where appropriate, by the certified specialist in public procurement.
75. Working group or, where appropriate, certified specialist in public procurement shall be obliged to determine which clarifications are required for the evaluation of each bid and the period allowed for the submission of clarifications.
76. Where a bid has an abnormally low price in relation to the estimated price of procurement, the contracting authority shall be obliged to check the calculation of the elements of price and to verify certain elements of the financial proposal determined to be abnormally low as well as the bidder’s compliance with technical requirements indicated in the Specifications, and to request in writing, and before deciding to reject such bid, details and clarifications which it considers relevant concerning the bid, as well as to verify the answers justifying the respective price.
77. The working group or, where appropriate, certified specialist in public procurement shall reject the bid in any of the following cases:
1) failure of the bidder to meet the qualification and selection requirements;
2) the bid does not comply with the requirements set out in the awarding documentation for drawing up and submitting bids;
3) failure of the bidder to submit the requested clarifications within the set deadline;
4) financial offer has no fixed price;
5) the bidder shall, by means of the clarifications it submits, amend the content of technical and/or financial proposals, unless the amendment is due to the rectification of arithmetical errors or minor deviations;
6) the bid is abnormally low as per Article 70 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement;
7) where the explanations submitted by the bidder, upon request of the contracting authority, are not conclusive and/or are not supported by the supporting documents requested by the working group or, where appropriate, by the certified specialist in public procurement;
8) commission of acts of corruption, acts related to acts of corruption or acts of corruption confirmed by a final court judgment has been ascertained.
78. If the bid, including the forms accompanying the bid, fails to comply with the requirements set out in the invitation to participate/notice of participation, including the awarding documentation, or if it is not filled in, electronically signed and, where appropriate, duly signed and stamped, it shall be rejected by the contracting authority, and may not be rectified to comply with the requirements, by rectifying or removing any inappropriate deviations or reservations, except for rectifying arithmetical errors or minor deviations.
79. Contracting authority may, at its discretion, request any of the bidders to clarify their bid to facilitate the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids. No changes in the prices or content of the bid shall be required or permitted, except for rectifying arithmetical errors discovered by the contracting authority during the evaluation of bids.
80. Arithmetical errors shall be rectified as follows: if there is a discrepancy between the price per unit of measurement and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the price by the total quantity), the price per unit shall be considered and the total price shall be rectified accordingly.
81. Working group, where appropriate, certified specialist in public procurement shall be entitled to rectify arithmetical errors only with the bidder’s consent. Should the bidder not agree to the rectification of these errors, its bid shall be considered inadequate and consequently rejected by the working group.
82. The economic operator shall be obliged to respond to the contracting authority’s request for clarification within a maximum of 3 working days or, if the procedure used is a call to tender, a maximum of 1 working day from the date of dispatch, and if the bidder fails to supplement, clarify or fill in the information or documents requested by the contracting authority within the time limits set by the contracting authority, the bid shall be rejected and the next ranked bid shall be selected from the remaining valid bids.
83. A bid that complies with all the terms, conditions and specifications of award documents, without material deviations or with minor deviations, errors or omissions that can be removed without affecting its substance, shall be deemed compliant.
84. Contracting authority shall disqualify a bidder from submitting documents containing false information for qualification purposes or misleading or making untrue representations to demonstrate its compliance with the qualification requirements. Where this is proven, the contracting authority shall declare the bidder concerned ineligible for further participation in public procurement contracts following its inclusion in the Economic Operators’ Ban List.
85. Contracting authority shall require bidders to provide evidence of their authority to conclude public procurement contracts and the composition of founders, associates, shareholders, administrators and beneficial owners. 
86. The successful winning bidder/associated bidder shall be obliged to fill in and submit the declaration on beneficial owners as per Order of Minister of Finance No. 145/2020 on approval of Declaration on confirming the identity of beneficial owners and their non-compliance in a situation of criminal convictions for participation in activities of a criminal organisation or group, for corruption, fraud and/or money laundering.


Section 6

Contract Award

87. The contracting authority shall cancel the award procedure of the public procurement contract as provided for in Article 71 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
88. A cancellation decision shall not create any obligation of the contracting authority towards bidders, except for the return of bid guarantee. The cancellation decision of the awarding procedure shall be sent to the Public Procurement Agency not later than the date of informing about the results of the awarding procedure provided for in Article 31 paragraph (1) of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
89. Where the application of the procedure for the award of public procurement contract is cancelled, the contracting authority shall be obliged to notify in writing all participants in the public procurement procedure, no later than 3 days after the date of procedure cancellation, both of termination of the obligations they have created by submitting bids and of the reason for such cancellation.
90. A report on the cancellation of the public procurement procedure shall be drawn up by the contracting authority and published in the Public Procurement Bulletin no later than the date of issue of the decision to cancel the public procurement procedure.
91. Upon conclusion of the contract, but no later than the expiry date of the bid guarantee, where applicable, the successful bidder shall submit the performance guarantee in accordance with the requirements stipulated in Article 68 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
92. The contract performance guarantee, if the parties agree, consists of:
1) successive deductions from the payment due for the tax invoices submitted, with the transfer of the amount concerned to a special account opened by the economic operator, made available to the contracting authority, with a licensed bank agreed by both parties;
2) direct successive deductions from the payment due for tax invoices submitted;
3) transfer to the account of the contracting authority;
4) form of bank guarantee from a licensed institution, (Annex 10).

93. Refusal by the successful bidder to provide the performance guarantee or to sign the contract shall constitute grounds for cancelling the award of the contract and withholding the bid guarantee. In this case, the contracting authority may award the contract to the next highest-ranked bidder the bid of which complies with the requirements and which is assessed by the contracting authority to be qualified to perform the contract. Therewith, the contracting authority shall be entitled to reject all other bids.
94. Upon expiry of the standstill period or, where appropriate, after settlement of any appeals, or monitoring of the compliance of the procurement procedures by the Public Procurement Agency, the contracting authority shall conclude the public procurement contract in compliance with the terms and conditions indicated in the awarding documentation. 
95. On the date of conclusion of the public procurement contract for supplies/services, it is forbidden to modify elements of the winning bid, to impose new requirements on the winning bidder or to involve any other bidder than the one submitting the most advantageous bid.
96. The contract for which the financial sources are allocated from the State budget/local budget must obligatorily be registered with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance and shall enter into force on the date of registration or a later date provided for by it after registration with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance.
97. The contracting authority shall use the template contract (Annex 24) of this standard documentation, including for subsequent contracts concluded under the framework agreement (Annex 26), for low-value contracts, for contracts following the procedure by call to tender, as well as for contracts following negotiated procedures. The contract may be concluded between one or more contracting authorities and one or more economic operators for the delivery/provision of supplies/services.
98. The contract shall consist of two parts: Part I, the general part, which shall be binding, and which shall not be amended, except for public procurement contracts not covered by Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement and Part II concerning the special conditions of the contract, which shall be supplemented only if necessary, where the contracting authority is entitled to set special conditions/requirements depending on the subject matter of the procurement, complexity of the procedure, as well as to set the conditions of payment (in particular for the purchase of fuel, electricity, gas, water and sewerage, sanitation, electronic communication services, etc.), as well as to set the conditions for payment in advance. For procurement of energy and water supply and sewerage services, the public procurement contract shall contain the binding clauses set out by sectoral laws and normative regulatory documents approved by the ANRE. Therewith, binding provisions set by its decisions, which are not included in Part I, the general part of the contract, shall be indicated in Part II, concerning the special conditions of the contract.
99. The terms of commitments in public procurement contracts by budgetary authorities/institutions shall be established in compliance with the provisions of Article 66 of Law No. 181/2015 on Public Finance and Fiscal Responsibility.
100. For audit services, the contracting authority shall indicate in Part II concerning the special conditions of the contract, rights/obligations of the Beneficiary and rights/obligations of the Provider, in compliance with the provisions of the Order of Minister of Finance No. 160/2020 on approval of Regulation on Internal Audit Activity on Contractual Basis in Public Sector.
101. Draft contracts deviating from Annex 24, drawn up by the provider/supplier, will not be accepted for public procurement except in cases where the services are provided outside the country and are concluded under the local legal framework (e.g. training services, hotel services, etc.).
102. Any economic operator considering that, in the context of procurement procedures, the contracting authority, by the decision issued or the procurement procedure applied in breach of the law, has infringed one of its rights acknowledged by law, as a result of which it has suffered or may suffer damage, shall have the right to challenge the decision or procedure applied by the contracting authority, in the manner set out in Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement.
103. Challenges should be lodged directly with the National Agency for Dispute Settlement. All challenges shall be lodged, examined and settled in the manner set out in Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement. 
104. Economic operator, as per Article 83 of Law No. 131/2015 on Public Procurement, within 5 days, or 10 days from the date on which it became aware of the circumstances serving as grounds for the challenge, shall have the right to submit to the National Agency for Dispute Settlement a reasoned challenge to the actions, decision or procedure applied by the contracting authority.
105. Any challenges to the notices of participation to tender and awarding documentation shall be lodged within the time limits set out in point 104, but no later than the opening of bids by the contracting authority.
106. Each bidder participating, individually or as an associate, in the procedure for the award of public procurement contract for supplies/services shall be obliged to submit the annexes set out in this documentation, duly filled in and signed by the authorised persons, in compliance with the requirements set out in Annex 2.

2.1 Purpose of the Framework Agreement is setting out the essential elements/conditions that will govern the subsequent contracts to be awarded during the term of this Agreement and the contractual terms and conditions that will duly complement the subsequent contracts.

2.2 Contracts to be awarded concern supplies/services delivered/provided by authorised agents for the purpose of procurement, depending on the specific needs of the contracting authority, as set out in Specifications, other parts of the Awarding Documentation or in the Invitations to participate in re-bidding.

3. Duration of the Framework Agreement

3.1  Duration of this framework agreement is ....... years and ................ months from the date of signature.

4.  Obligations of promissory supplier/provider

4.1 The promissory suppliers/providers shall undertake to respond to invitations to re-bid and, if selected, to deliver the supplies and/or provide the services as set out in the awarding documentation and the framework agreement, whenever requested to do so by the contracting authority.
4.2 The promissory suppliers/providers shall undertake neither to transfer, in whole nor in part, their obligations under this framework agreement.

5. Obligations of promissory purchaser

5.1 The promissory purchaser shall be obliged, in accordance with the provisions of the awarding documentation and of this framework agreement, to purchase supplies/services, by reopening competition between the signatories to this framework agreement and/or without reopening competition, if the content of this framework agreement sets out all the terms and conditions governing the delivery of supplies/services constituting the subject matter of purchase under the framework agreement, as well as the objective conditions for determining which of the economic operators party to the framework agreement will deliver the supplies or provide the services, respectively, by awarding subsequent contracts to them, following the reopening of competition in accordance with the provisions of the awarding documentation.

 6. Unilateral termination

6.1. The promissory party shall be entitled to unilaterally terminate the framework agreement as a result of the other party’s failure to perform or improper performance of its obligations under this framework agreement.
6.2. Unilateral termination shall terminate the legal effects of the framework agreement provided that the promissory purchaser notifies the promissory supplier/provider in writing 10 days before the date of termination.

4 Framework agreement documents:

a) technical proposal;
b) financial proposal;
c) specifications, as appropriate;
d) other annexes, as appropriate.

8. Termination of framework agreement

8.1 - (1) This framework agreement shall automatically terminate:
- upon expiry;
          (2) The framework agreement may also be terminated in the following cases:
- by agreement of will of the parties;
- by termination by one party as a result of the other party’s failure to perform or improper performance of its obligations under this framework agreement, with _____ days’ notice to the party at fault.

CLAUSES APPLICABLE TO SUBSEQUENT CONTRACTS 

9. Execution of subsequent contracts

9.1 Execution of subsequent contracts will start from the moment of their conclusion.
9.2 The Supplier/Provider shall be obliged to commence delivery of supplies/services as soon as reasonably possible after receipt of the order;

10. Main obligations of the supplier/provider after conclusion of the subsequent contract 
10.1 The economic operator designated as the winner shall undertake to deliver the supplies/provide the services in strict compliance with the standards and characteristics laid down in Specifications as well as in Invitation to participate in re-bidding.

11. Disputes

11.1 Disputes that may arise as a result of the application and interpretation of the provisions of this framework agreement shall be settled amicably.
11.2 If, after the commencement of negotiations, the parties are unable to settle amicably a dispute relating to this agreement, either party may request that the dispute be settled by the courts of the Republic of Moldova.
