For these purposes, ‘origin’ means the place where the goods are mined, grown, produced or manufactured. The origin of the goods must be determined according to the EU Customs Code or to the relevant international agreement applicable.

11.1	The amount of the performance guarantee shall be 5% of the total contract price, including any amounts stipulated in addenda to the contract.

18.1	The actions for implementation of the tasks must commence within a maximum of 5 days from the date of signing the contract.

19.1	The maximum contract execution term is until December 15, 2025 and the contract is valid until December 31, 2025

25.2	The place of the final reception will be at 69 Gheorghe Asachi Street, Chisinau, Republic of Moldova. The reception will be carried out by drawing up an Act of reception and technical correspondence according to the contractual conditions, signed by both parties.

26.1	Payments shall be made in lei MDL. 
Payments shall be authorised and made by based on any admissible invoice is, within 30 days from the moment of signing and registered it by the Contracting Authority. No pre-financing is foreseen.
Payments shall be authorised and made by The State Treasury of the Republic of Moldova.
26.3	By derogation, the final payment to the contractor of the amounts due shall be made within 90 days after receipt by the contracting authority of an invoice and of the application for the certificate of provisional acceptance.
26.5	In order to obtain payments, the contractor must forward to the authority referred to in paragraph 26.1 above:
a)	no pre-financing guarantee is required.
26.9	For the execution of thes contract, no price revisions can be foreseen.
[bookmark: _Toc124934913]Article 28	Delayed payments
28.2	By derogation from Article 28.2 of the general conditions, once the deadline laid down in Article 26.3 has expired, the contractor shall, upon demand, be entitled to late-payment interest at the rate and for the period mentioned in the general conditions. The demand must be submitted within two months of receiving late payment.
Article 29	Delivery
29.3	The packaging shall become the property of the recipient subject to environmental considerations.
29.5	Any delivery be accompanied by the invoice in three copies, the document of delivery-receipt in three copies, the technical documentation, the service and guarantee books, operating instructions and other documents provided in the technical specification or in the Contract.

The certificate of provisional acceptance must be issued using the template in Annex C11. Provisional acceptance will be made in accordance with the provisions of the technical specification.

32.6	The warranty obligations shall be stipulated in the technical specifications.
32.7	The warranty must remain valid for period to be stipulated in the technical specifications, after provisional acceptance.

33.1	Any after-sales service that the contractor must provide refers to the warranty period of the product s, according to the provisions of the technical specification.
[bookmark: _Toc124934917]Article 40	Settlement of disputes
40.4	Any dispute arising out of or relating to this contract which cannot be settled otherwise shall be referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of the specialized court of the Republic of Moldova, according to the competence, in accordance with the national legislation of the state of the contracting authority.
Article 44	Data protection
1. Processing of personal data related to the implementation of the contract by the contracting authority takes place in accordance with the national legislation of the state of the contracting authority and with the provisions of the respective financing agreement.
2. To the extent that the contract covers an action financed by the European Union, the Contracting Authority may share communications related to the implementation of the contract, with the European Commission. These exchanges shall be made to the Commission, solely for the purpose of allowing the latter to exercise its rights and obligations under the applicable legislative framework and under the financing agreement with the Partner country – contracting authority. The exchanges may involve transfers of personal data (such as names, contact details, signatures and CVs) of natural persons involved in the implementation of the contract (such as contractors, personnel, experts, trainees, subcontractors, insurers, guarantors, auditors and legal counsel). In cases where the contractor is processing personal data in the context of the implementation of the contract, he/she shall accordingly inform the data subjects of the possible transmission of their data to the Commission. When personal data is transmitted to the Commission, the latter processes them in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2018/1725 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 23 October 2018 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data by the Union institutions, bodies, offices and agencies and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 and Decision No 1247/2002/EC[footnoteRef:1] and as detailed in the specific privacy statement published at ePRAG.
