Section 1

General provisions

1.  This Documentation is an instruction for contracting authorities and bidders, used when initiating and carrying out public procurement procedures for design services. 
2.  This Documentation contains annexes intended for the initiation, publication, award and modification of public procurement procedures, as well as intended to facilitate the elaboration and presentation of the bid, and documents that allow the working group to examine and evaluate all submitted bids, as follows:     
1) Letter of Tender (Annex no. 7);
2) Declaration on the validity of the offer (Annex no. 8);
3) Letter of bank guarantee (annex no. 9);
4) Schedule for the execution of the project documentation (Annex no. 11);
5) Declaration on similar experience (Annex no. 12);
6) Declaration regarding the specific equipment, machinery and equipment necessary for the proper fulfillment of the contract (Annex no. 14);
7) Proposed Personnel and Resume of Proposed Personnel (annex no.15);
8) List of subcontractors and the part/parts of the contract that are fulfilled by them (Annex no. 16);
9) The Joint Venture agreement (Annex no. 17);
10) Third-party financial support commitment (Annex no. 18);
11) Commitment regarding the technical and professional support of the bidder/group of economic operators (Annex no. 19);

3.  The contracting authority issues the Award Documentation for the procurement of design services, as specified in the standard documentation.

4.  The details of the document drawn and written by which urban planning and spatial planning, architectural, constructive, technological solutions are determined, the results of the calculations and argumentation of the adopted solutions, the volumes of works, the technical characteristics and the composition of the constructive elements, as well as other technical solutions are presented in the specifications (Annex no. 24).

5.  The contracting authority shall ensure that at the time of initiating the public procurement procedure, the financial means are allocated or there is a guarantee of their allocation and are intended exclusively for the procurement in question.

6.  The award of the public procurement contract for design services is carried out in accordance with the provisions:
1) Law no.131/2015 on public procurement; 
2) Government Decision no.638/2020 for the approval of the Regulation on public works procurement.
3) Normative technical documents in the field of construction.
7.  The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its tender and the accompanying documents.
8.  The Letter of Tender (Annex no. 7), the Offer, the Single European Procurement Document (hereinafter - DUAE), the award documentation, the tender specifications and all correspondence between the bidder and the contracting authority shall be drawn up in Romanian or, as the case may be, all the listed documents may also be drawn up in English. The supporting documents and the printed literature, which are part of the offer, may be prepared in English, provided that they are accompanied by an exact translation of the relevant fragments into Romanian.
9.  In the case of procurement of design services, construction designers are obliged to exercise authorial supervision throughout the execution of the works.
10. The contracting authority has the obligation to ensure the access of the bidder/bidders to visit the site subject to design for the purpose of preparing the bid for participation in the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract for design services.
11. The tenderer shall be permitted to visit and examine the site of the object to be designed, including the surroundings, and to obtain all information that may be necessary for the preparation of the tender. During the visit, the bidder assumes the risk of a possible accident that could result in the death or physical injury of a person and/or the loss or damage of property. The bidder bears any possible expenses, losses or damages as a result of the visit to the site of the work.
12. [bookmark: _Toc392179963][bookmark: _Toc392180134][bookmark: _Toc449539024]If the contracting authority has found that the bidder has been involved in the practices described in items 24 and 25 in the award procedure for the public contract, it shall: 
1) [bookmark: _Toc392179964][bookmark: _Toc392180135][bookmark: _Toc449539025]excludes the bidder from the respective procurement procedure and submits the request to the Public Procurement Agency for its inclusion in the Prohibition List, according to the provisions of the Regulation on the Prohibition List of Economic Operators, approved by Government Decision no.1420/2016; or
2) undertakes any other measures provided for in art. 42 of Law no.131/2015 on public procurement.
13. [bookmark: _Toc392179965][bookmark: _Toc392180136][bookmark: _Toc449539026]The following actions are prohibited during the procurement procedure:
1) [bookmark: _Toc392179966][bookmark: _Toc392180137][bookmark: _Toc449539027]promising or offering to a person in a position of responsibility, personally or through an intermediary, goods or services, or privileges, or advantages in any form, to influence the actions of another party;
2) [bookmark: _Toc392179967][bookmark: _Toc392180138][bookmark: _Toc449539028]any act or omission, including misinterpretation, which knowingly or negligently misleads or tends to mislead a party for financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;
3) [bookmark: _Toc392179968][bookmark: _Toc392180139][bookmark: _Toc449539029]the agreement prohibited by law, between two or more parties, made for the purpose of coordinating their conduct in public procurement procedures;
4) [bookmark: _Toc392179969][bookmark: _Toc392180140][bookmark: _Toc449539030]harming, directly or indirectly, any party or the property of such party, in order to improperly influence its actions;
5) intentionally destroying, falsifying, falsifying or concealing investigative evidence, or submitting false information to law enforcement authorities, in order to substantially impede prosecution for fraudulent practices, as well as threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent them from disclosing information on matters relevant to criminal prosecution.

Section 2

Qualification of candidates/bidders
14. Any economic operator, resident or non-resident, natural person or legal person of public or private law or association of such persons has the right to participate in the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract for design services.
15. The natural or legal person who participated in the preparation of the award documentation has the right, as an economic operator, to be a tenderer, an associated tenderer or a subcontractor, but only if his involvement in the preparation of the award documentation is not such as to distort competition. The natural or legal person who directly participates in the process of verification and evaluation of bids does not have the right to be a bidder, associate bidder or subcontractor, under penalty of exclusion from the award procedure.
16. Several legal entities have the right to associate for the purpose of submitting a joint offer, provided that each partner is to submit the DUAE separately. The association must be submitted in writing at the request of the contracting authority once it has been declared in the DUAE.
17. The subsidiaries of the economic agents, with legal personality and registered in accordance with the provisions of item 31, have the right to participate in the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract for design services in their own name and, for this purpose, must submit documents proving eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic-financial capacity.
18. The branches have the right to participate in the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract for design services and to conclude the respective contract only on behalf of the legal entity, by power of attorney. In this case, the documents submitted, proving eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic-financial capacity, must be those of the legal entity.
19. In order to confirm the qualification data within the public procurement procedure, the economic operator shall complete and submit the DUAE, according to the attached form, in accordance with the requirements established by the contracting authority.
20. The submission of any other DUAE form is grounds for disqualification from the public procurement procedure.
21. Depending on the specifics of the procurement and the procedure chosen, the contracting authority has the obligation to establish for each procedure the qualification criteria as well as the supporting documents necessary to be submitted by the economic operators.
22. The contracting authority shall apply qualification criteria and requirements only relating to:
1) the eligibility of the bidder or candidate;
2) the capacity to exercise the professional activity;
3) economic and financial capacity;
4) technical capacity;
5) quality assurance standards;
6) environmental protection standards.
23. In order to ascertain the qualification data in the context of public procurement procedures, the economic operator shall submit at the time of the evaluation the documents requested by the contracting authority in the context of public procurement procedures. The documents are submitted in electronic format, using the Automated Information System "State Register of Public Procurement" (hereinafter - SIA RSAP). 
24. Any bidder or candidate who is confirmed to have been convicted, by a final decision of a court, of participation in the activities of a criminal organisation or group, of corruption, fraud and/or money laundering, terrorist offences or offences related to terrorist activities, is excluded from the public procurement procedure.  terrorist financing, child labour and other forms of human trafficking.
25. Any bidder who is in any of the situations provided for in art. 19 para. (2) and para. (3) and art. 16 para. (6) of Law no.131/2015 on public procurement.
26. Any tenderer/candidate who is in one of the situations referred to in paragraphs 24 and 25 shall provide evidence showing that the measures taken by him are sufficient to demonstrate his reliability and credibility, despite the existence of a ground for exclusion. If the contracting authority considers such evidence sufficient, the tenderer/candidate concerned shall not be excluded from the public procurement procedure, unless the economic operator has been excluded by a final decision of a court from participating in public procurement procedures.
27. The contracting authority shall extract the information necessary to ascertain the existence or non-existence of the circumstances referred to in items 24 and 25 from the available databases of public authorities or third parties. If this is not possible, the contracting authority is obliged to accept as sufficient and relevant to demonstrate that the tenderer/candidate does not fall into one of the situations referred to in items 24 and 25 any document considered to be enlightening, from this point of view, in the country of origin or in the country in which the tenderer is established,  such as certificates, criminal records or other equivalent documents issued by the competent authorities of that country.
28. As regards the references in point 25, in accordance with the domestic legislation of the state in which the bidders are established, these requests refer to natural persons and legal persons, including, as the case may be, company directors or any person with power of representation, decision or control over the bidder/candidate.
29. If in the country of origin or in the country where the tenderer/candidate is established, no documents of the kind referred to in item 24 are issued or those documents do not cover all the situations referred to in item 25, the contracting authority has the obligation to accept a declaration on own responsibility or, if in that country there are no legal provisions regarding the declaration on own responsibility,  an authentic declaration made before a notary, an administrative or judicial authority or a professional association having competence in this regard.
30. The contracting authority shall assess the measures taken by economic operators taking into account the gravity and particular circumstances of the offence or misconduct. If the contracting authority considers that the measures taken are insufficient, it shall inform the tenderer/candidate of the reasons for the exclusion.

The contracting authority shall require any tenderer to submit proof of a form of registration in the case of the legal person, the legal capacity to execute the project documentation and to carry out works, in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which it is established.
32. The bidder is to have a minimum level of economic and/or financial capacity and to submit information/documents regarding the economic and/or financial capacity in order to qualify according to the requirements for the performance of the contract, such as:
1) achieving an average annual turnover in the last 3 years equal to or greater than the amount set out in item 16 of the Contract Notice, which must not exceed twice the estimated value of the contract, except in well-justified cases, such as those related to special risks related to the nature of the works or services;
2) general liquidity (current assets/current liabilities) and the minimum level of liquidity (not less than 100%);
3) appropriate bank statements or, as the case may be, evidence regarding the insurance of the professional risk;
4) the financial situation for the previous management period, endorsed and registered by the competent bodies, and any other edifying legal documents through which the bidder can prove its economic and financial capacity.
33. At the request of the contacting authority, the tenderer shall submit documents demonstrating technical and professional capacity for the performance of the future contract only to the extent that such information is relevant to the performance of the contract and is not available in the databases of public authorities or third parties, as follows:
1) a list of the services provided and finished in the last 5 years, according to Annex no. 12, accompanied by certifications of good performance. These certifications indicate the beneficiaries, regardless of whether they are contracting authorities or private clients, the value, period and place of provision of the services and specify whether they have been carried out in accordance with the professional norms in the field and whether they have been completed;
3) information regarding the studies, professional training and qualification of the management staff, as well as of the persons responsible for the execution of the project documentation, including the chief architect, the chief engineer and the site manager, certified according to the legislation (confirmed by a professional attestation certificate) and with a similar experience in the field of the work to be executed, according to Annex no. 15;
4) a statement regarding the average annual number of employees and management staff in the last 3 years;
5) if applicable, information on the environmental protection measures that the economic operator may apply during the performance of the works contract or design and works services, in accordance with item 39;
6) a declaration regarding the machinery, installations, technical equipment that the economic operator can dispose of for the proper fulfillment of the contract for design and works services, according to Annex no. 14;
7) information on the part of the contract that the economic operator intends to subcontract, according to Annex no. 16. Also, the copy(s) of the contract(s) concluded with the subcontractors shall be attached to Annex no. 16.
34. The tenderer/candidate has the right to resort to the support of other persons when the latter carry out the activities or services for the fulfilment of which the respective professional capacity is required, according to Annex no. 17.
35. The bidder shall have a minimum level of experience in order to qualify according to the requirements for the performance of the contract:
1) the execution in the last 5 years, the design of at least 2 (two) regional level hospitals with a minimum number of 400 beds, accompanied by certifications of good execution for the most important works by the Beneficiary (the information given will be included in Annex no. 12).
36. The economic operator is to submit, in case of request from the contacting authority, documents and certificates issued by independent bodies, certifying that it complies with certain quality assurance standards (ISO 9001), they must refer to quality assurance systems, based on the relevant European series of standards, certified by bodies compliant with the series of European standards on certification, or relevant international standards issued by accredited bodies.

In accordance with the principle of mutual recognition, the contracting authority is obliged to accept equivalent certificates issued by bodies established in the Member States of the European Union. If the economic operator does not hold a quality certificate as required by the contracting authority, the contracting authority is obliged to accept any other certifications submitted by the economic operator concerned, insofar as they confirm the assurance of an appropriate level of quality.
38. The economic operator presents documents, certificates, issued by independent bodies, certifying that it complies with certain environmental protection standards, it must report:
1) to the Community Environmental Management and Audit System (EMAS), or;
2) to ecological management standards based on the series of European or international standards in the field, certified by bodies in accordance with the Community legislation or with the European or international standards on certification.
39. In accordance with the principle of mutual recognition, the contracting authority is obliged to accept equivalent certificates issued by bodies established in the Member States of the European Union. If the economic operator does not hold an environmental certificate as required by the contracting authority, the latter is obliged to accept any other certifications submitted by the respective economic operator, insofar as they confirm the assurance of an adequate level of environmental protection.
40. Contracting authorities may use a number of general sustainability criteria for design and works services:
1) building materials and sustainable sourcing; 
2) the storage of recyclable waste and the waste management system;
3) management of demolition waste;
4) the installation and commissioning of low- or zero-carbon energy systems and energy sources;
5) the energy performance contract;
6) recycled content in concrete and masonry;
7) reduction of CO2e emissions/tonne for the transport of aggregates to be used in the specified building elements;
(8) heating systems, including combined heat and power (CHP);
9) control and management of energy consumption;
10) contract performance clauses (CEC) – the contractor will implement a waste management plan on site, monitoring and reporting the application during the development of the works on site;
11) sourcing products certified as sustainable (Four EU Ecolabels for components);
12) interior and exterior paints and varnishes;
13) resistant clothing;
14) wooden floors;
15) water heaters;
16) resource-efficient constructions; 
(17) maximum on-site reuse of excavated materials and soils and for the use of building materials with high recycled or reused content;
18) increasing the durability of materials and reducing maintenance needs, lower noise emissions in the construction, use and maintenance phase;
19) durability of the wear layers of road surfaces. Optimization of the maintenance strategy to guarantee the desired performance for rolling resistance, durability and noise reduction; 
20) establishing the specifications, purchasing and using construction materials with low environmental impact; 
21) the use of building materials with a high level of recycled and reused content and by-products of this kind in the construction and maintenance of roads; 
22) increasing the durability of clothing, load-bearing capacity and wear resistance; 
23) developing and executing monitoring and maintenance plans in the concrete situation; 
24) sustainability assessment of construction materials; 
25) identification and risk assessment of hazardous waste; 
26) generating waste during the preparation of the land, construction, use and demolition of the building.
41.  In the case of a partnership, the requirements required for the fulfilment of the qualification and selection criteria relating to the economic and financial situation or to the technical and professional capacities may be fulfilled by cumulation in proportion to the tasks incumbent on each associate.
42.  As regards the turnover criteria, in the case of a joint venture, the average annual turnover taken into account is the general value, resulting from the sum of the average annual turnover corresponding to each member of the joint venture.
43. In order to qualify according to the requirements laid down, associations must demonstrate experience similar to the duties incumbent on each member. The contracting authority is not entitled to limit the minimum threshold of similar experience to be met by an associate or the leader of the association, unless such limitation is strongly justified by the nature of the subject-matter of the contract and in so far as it pursues a legitimate objective of public interest and complies with the principle of proportionality. The leader of the association executes at least 40% of the value of the future public works contract.
44. The economic and financial capacity, as well as the technical and/or professional capacity of the bidder/candidate may be supported, for the fulfillment of a contract, by another person, regardless of the nature of the legal relations existing between the bidder/candidate and the respective person.

If the bidder/candidate demonstrates his/her economic and financial capacity as well as the technical and/or professional capacity by invoking the support granted, in accordance with the provisions of item 43, by another person, he/she has the obligation to prove the support he/she benefits from by presenting in written form a firm commitment of the respective person,  concluded in authentic form (according to annexes no. 18 - 21), by which this person confirms that he will make available to the bidder/candidate the financial resources, as well as the technical and professional resources invoked. The presentation of the commitment is made at the request of the contracting authority once it has been declared in the DUAE. The person providing financial, technical and professional support must meet the relevant selection criteria and must not be in any of the situations provided for in items 24 and 25 that determine exclusion from the award procedure.

Preparation/Elaboration of offers

The economic operator interested in participating in the public procurement procedure is obliged to submit by the expiry of the deadline set by the contracting authority.
47. The tender shall contain the following forms:
[bookmark: _Toc449630846][bookmark: _Toc449632599][bookmark: _Toc449633091][bookmark: _Toc449692047]1) Technical proposal;
2) The financial proposal;
3) DUAE;
4) Guarantee for the offer (Annex no. 9).
48. All the documents mentioned in item 47 shall be filled in without any modification or deviation from the forms, the blank spaces being filled in with the requested information. Incorrect completion of the forms results in the rejection of the offer.
49. The bid prepared by the bidder must include:
1) Technical proposal - the bidder prepares the technical proposal, so that it fully complies with the qualification requirements, as well as the requirements provided in the specifications, as well as the list of quantities of works. To this end, the technical proposal contains:
a) the overall description of the approach proposed by the tenderer for the provision of services;
b) the schedule for the execution of the project documentation (Annex no. 11);
c)  the resources (human and material) and their corresponding activities (Annex no. 15).
2) The financial proposal – the bidder shall prepare the financial proposal, so that it provides all the requested information regarding prices, tariffs, as well as other financial and commercial conditions related to the object of the public procurement contract for design services and works. 
50. Economic operators shall prepare tenders in accordance with the requirements set out in the contract notice, published by the contracting authority in the Public Procurement Bulletin, and submit tenders electronically, using the interactive workflows made available by the electronic platforms.
51. The bidder shall deposit the guarantee for the bid in the amount prescribed by the Contract Notice. The guarantee for the offer is expressed in Moldovan lei or in foreign currency and is constituted as follows, through one of the following forms:
1) letter of bank guarantee;
2) transfer to the account of the contracting authority;
3) bail;
4) the "stand-by" letter of credit.
52. In the case of an association, the guarantee for the tender is deposited by the general contractor (the leader of the association).
53.  The tenderer is obliged, by submitting the declaration on the validity of the tender (Annex no. 8), to maintain the tender valid for the entire period of validity provided for in the award documentation. The term of validity of the bid starts from the moment of the deadline for submitting bids. Any offer valid for a period shorter than that provided for in the Contract Notice is rejected by the working group as inadequate.
54.  In the event of an extension of the period of validity of the tender, the period of validity of the guarantee for the tender shall be extended accordingly.
55.  The tenderer is obliged to inform the contracting authority whether or not he agrees to the extension of the period of validity of the tender. A bidder who does not agree to the extension of the period of validity of the bid shall be deemed to have withdrawn his bid, without this entailing the loss of the bid guarantee.
56. Tenders containing a guarantee period shorter than the period of validity of the tenders stipulated in the Contract Notice shall be rejected by the working group.
57.  The contracting authority establishes the maximum period of execution of the design and works services for the object of the acquisition, resulting from the execution process, in accordance with the construction regulations. The maximum period for the execution of the design and works services is indicated in the Contract Notice.
     58. The prices indicated in the Financial Proposal shall be indicated in Moldovan lei, with two digits after the decimal point.

Section 4

Submission and opening of bids

59. The offer written and signed in electronic format, by the company's administrator indicated in the Extract of the State Register of legal entities or by the authorized person, both in the case of delegation or empowerment of the person, the power of attorney deed/document shall be attached to the offer and shall be submitted according to the requirements set out in the Participation Notice, in accordance with the existing instruments in the SIA RSAP. 
60.  The tenderer must take all measures to ensure that the tender is received and registered in the SIA RSAP by the deadline for submitting tenders, taking into account the time required to upload the tender to the system.
61. The supporting documents in support of the information declared in the DUAE, which contain personal data, shall be submitted separately, in electronic form, with the application of the electronic signature, using the SIA RSAP.
62. SIA RSAP does not accept tenders submitted after the deadline for submission of tenders.
63. In the case of the association according to item 15, each of the partners assumes the obligation for the joint offer and is responsible for any consequences of the future public procurement contract. The information regarding the association is presented by filling in the annex no. 17.
64. The tenderer is entitled to submit only one basic tender. Associated bidders are not entitled to submit any other bids individually in addition to the joint bid. Alternative offers will be submitted only if the contracting authority has explicitly stated in the contract notice that it allows or requests the submission of alternative offers.
65.  Legal persons nominated as subcontractors in one or more bids do not have the right to submit the bid in their own name or in association.
[bookmark: _Toc392180165][bookmark: _Toc449539055]66. The bidder has the right to modify or withdraw the bid before the expiry of the deadline for submitting bids, without losing the right to withdraw the bid guarantee. 

Section 5

Evaluation and comparison of offers

67. If the tenders contain technical or commercial secrets or are related to the protection of intellectual property, the contracting authority shall ensure the confidentiality of the content of the tender, as well as of any information regarding the tenderer, and at the same time, ensure the right of the economic operator not to make these data public by applying art. 33 para. (7) and para. (11) of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement, but the application of this article refers only to the part containing the data listed above.
68. The examination of the documents by the contracting authority shall be carried out on the basis of the information submitted by the economic operators in the DUAE, and in accordance with the requirements stipulated in the contract notice, which states that:
(1) is eligible to participate in public procurement procedures and there are no grounds for exclusion from public procurement procedures for the award of the public contract;
2) meets the criteria relating to the economic and financial situation and/or the technical and professional capacity established by the contracting authority in the contract notice or in the award documentation;
3) undertakes to ensure and comply with quality assurance standards and environmental protection standards.
69. The DUAE of the economic operators shall be verified, as the case may be, directly by the contracting authority through the automatic procedures carried out in the SIA RSAP, by accessing a database of public authorities or third parties in the Republic of Moldova, and when necessary also in other states. 
70. If discrepancies are established during the evaluation between the information presented by the economic operator in the DUAE and the requirements established by the contracting authority, the economic operator shall be disqualified, which will lead to the rejection of the tender, being determined as unacceptable and non-compliant and the documents of the next candidate/tenderer shall be examined.
71. The economic operator whose information submitted in the DUAE corresponds to the requirements/conditions specified by the contracting authority in the notice/invitation to participate, has the obligation to submit the supporting documents upon request and without delay.
72.  Tenders shall be examined by the public procurement working group set up by the contracting authority.
73.  The working group in the field of public procurement has the obligation to determine what clarifications are necessary for the evaluation of each tender, as well as the period granted for the transmission of clarifications.
74.  In the case of a tender which has an abnormally low price in relation to the estimated purchase price, the contracting authority is required to carry out the control of the calculation of the price elements and to verify both certain elements of the financial proposal established as having an abnormally low price, as well as the tenderer's compliance with the technical requirements indicated in the tender specifications,  and to request in writing, before taking a decision to reject that tender, details and clarifications that it considers relevant regarding the tender, as well as to verify the answers justifying that price.
75. The Working Party on Public Procurement shall reject the tender in any of the following cases:
(1) the tenderer does not meet the qualification and selection requirements;
2) the tender does not comply with the requirements provided in the award documentation for the preparation and presentation of tenders;
3) the bidder does not submit the requested clarifications within the established period;
4) the financial offer does not have a fixed price;
5) the bidder modifies, through the clarifications it presents, the content of the technical proposal and/or the financial proposal, unless the modification is determined by the correction of arithmetic errors or insignificant deviations;
6) the offer is abnormally low according to art. 70 of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement;
7) when the explanations presented by the bidder, at the request of the contracting authority, are not conclusive and/or are not supported by the supporting documents required by the working group or, as the case may be, the certified specialist in the field of public procurement;
8) it was found that acts of corruption, acts related to acts of corruption or corruptible deeds confirmed by a final decision of the court were committed.
76. If the tender, including the forms accompanying it, does not meet the pre-established requirements in the invitation/contract notice, including in the award documentation, or if it is not completed, electronically signed, it shall be rejected by the contracting authority, and cannot be rectified in order to meet the requirements, by correcting or removing inappropriate deviations or reservations, except for the correction of arithmetic errors or deviations Insignificant.
77. The contracting authority may, at its discretion, request from any of the tenderers a clarification of their tender, in order to facilitate the examination, evaluation and comparison of tenders. Changes in the prices or content of the tender shall not be requested or permitted, except for the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the contracting authority during the evaluation of tenders.
78. Arithmetic errors shall be corrected as follows: if there is a discrepancy between the price for a unit of measurement and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the price by the total quantity), the price per unit shall be taken into account and the total price shall be corrected accordingly.
79. The Working Party on Public Procurement has the right to correct arithmetical errors only with the consent of the tenderer. If the tenderer does not accept the correction of these errors, his tender shall be deemed inadequate and shall therefore be rejected by the working party.
80. The economic operator is obliged to respond to the contracting authority's request for clarification within 3 working days or, if the procedure used is the request for price offers, no later than one working day from the date of its dispatch, and if the tenderer does not submit clarifications or does not complete the information or documents requested by the contracting authority within the deadlines set by it,  The offer is rejected and the next ranking is selected from among the offers remaining in force.
81. The tender that corresponds to all the terms, conditions and specifications of the award documents, without essential deviations or with insignificant deviations, errors or omissions that can be removed without affecting its essence, is considered compliant.
    82. A minor deviation is considered a minor deviation from the technical/financial proposal that cumulatively meets the following conditions:
1) they represent corrections of minor technical deviations, and a possible change in the total price of the offer, induced by these corrections, does not change the initial ranking of the bidders;
2) the theoretical quantification in monetary value of the respective deviation/omission does not exceed 1% of the total price of the offer;
3) the theoretical quantification in monetary value of the respective deviation/omission does not exceed the amount of 10 000 lei of the total price of the offer.
    83.  The contracting authority disqualifies the bidder who submits documents containing false information, for the purpose of qualification or confuses or makes untrue representations in order to demonstrate its compliance with the qualification requirements. If this is proven, the contracting authority declares the respective bidder as ineligible for further participation in public procurement contracts, following its inclusion in the Prohibited List of Economic Operators.
    84. The contracting authority shall require tenderers to demonstrate the power to conclude public procurement contracts and the composition of the founders, associations, shareholders, administrators and beneficial owners.
    85.  The winning bidder/associated bidder is obliged to complete and submit the declaration regarding the beneficial owners in accordance with the Declaration on the confirmation of the identity of the beneficial owners and their non-compliance with the situation of conviction for participation in the activities of a criminal organization or group, for corruption, fraud and/or money laundering.

Section 6

Contract award

86. The contracting authority cancels the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract in accordance with Article 71 of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement.
87. The annulment decision does not create any obligation on the part of the contracting authority towards the tenderers, with the exception of the return of the tender guarantee. The decision to cancel the award procedure shall be sent to the Public Procurement Agency no later than the date of information on the results of the award procedure provided for in art. 31 para. (1) of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement.
88. If the application of the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract is annulled, the contracting authority has the obligation to communicate in writing to all participants in the public procurement procedure, within 3 days from the date of cancellation of the procedure, both the termination of the obligations they have created by submitting tenders and the reason for the cancellation.
89. The report on the cancellation of the public procurement procedure shall be drawn up by the contracting authority and shall be published in the Public Procurement Bulletin no later than the date of issuance of the decision to cancel the public procurement procedure.
90.  At the time of conclusion of the contract, but no later than the expiry date of the bid guarantee, the successful bidder shall submit the performance guarantee.
91.  The guarantee of good performance of the contract, if the parties agree, consists of:
1) successive deductions from the payment due for the tax invoices submitted, with the transfer of the respective amount to a special account opened by the economic operator, made available to the contracting authority, to a licensed bank, agreed by both parties;
2) successive direct deductions from the payment due for the tax invoices submitted;
3) transfer to the account of the contracting authority.
92. The refusal of  the successful bidder to submit the performance guarantee or to sign the contract is grounds for the cancellation of the award of the contract and the retention of the guarantee for the offer. In this case, the contracting authority may award the contract to the next tenderer with the highest ranked tender, whose tender complies with the requirements and which is assessed by the contracting authority to be qualified in the performance of the contract. At the same time, the contracting authority is entitled to reject all other offers.
93. At the expiry of the waiting period or, as the case may be, after the resolution of any appeals or the monitoring of the compliance of the public procurement procedures, by the Public Procurement Agency, the contracting authority shall conclude the public procurement contract, in accordance with the terms and conditions indicated in the award documentation. 
94. On the date of conclusion of the public contract for design and works services, it is forbidden to amend elements of the winning tender, to impose new requirements on the successful tenderer or to involve any tenderer other than the one who submitted the most advantageous tender.
95. The contract for which the financial sources are allocated from the state budget must be registered with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance and enters into force on the date of registration or at another later date provided by it after registration with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance.
96. The contracting authority shall use the annexes to the model contract (Annex 26) to this Standard Documentation.
97. The contract is composed of two parts: Part I, the general one, which is mandatory, and which is not modified, except for public procurement contracts that do not fall under Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement, and Part II, which is related to the special conditions of the contract, which are completed only when necessary, where the contracting authority has the right to establish special conditions/requirements depending on the object of the acquisition,  the complexity of the procedure, as well as to establish the conditions of advance payment. 
98. Any economic operator who considers that, in the context of procurement procedures, the contracting authority, by the decision issued or by the procurement procedure applied in violation of the law, has infringed a right of his recognized by law, as a result of which he has suffered or may suffer damages, has the right to challenge the decision or procedure applied by the contracting authority,  in the manner established by Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement.
99. Appeals shall be submitted directly to the National Agency for the Settlement of Appeals, https://ansc.md/ro/depunere_contestatie. 
All appeals shall be submitted, examined and resolved in the manner established by Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement. 
[bookmark: _Hlk167957702]100. The economic operator, within up to 10 days from the date on which he learned about the circumstances that served as a basis for the appeal, has the right to submit to the National Agency for the Settlement of Appeals a reasoned challenge of the actions, decision or procedure applied by the contracting authority.
101. Appeals regarding the tender participation notices and the award documentation shall be submitted within 10 days from the date on which it learned about the circumstances that served as grounds for the appeal, but no later than the opening of the bids by the contracting authority.
102. Each bidder who participates, individually or as a partner, in the procedure for awarding the public works contract has the obligation to submit the annexes provided in this documentation, duly completed and signed by the authorized persons, according to the requirements established in the Contract Notice.

both (hereinafter referred to as the Parties), have concluded this Agreement regarding the following:

a.	Purchase_Services for the elaboration of technical documentation at the Project phase for the "Construction of the Balti Regional Hospital", hereinafter referred to as Services, according to the public procurement procedure of the Public Tender nr._______ din_________________ type, based on the decision of the Beneficiary's working group of "___" _____________20__.

b.	The following documents will be considered as part of the Contract:

a)	Technical proposal – Annex no.1;
b)	Price specification – Annex no.2;
c)	Performance guarantee;
d) Specifications;

c.	In case of discrepancies or inconsistencies between the component documents of the Contract, the documents will have the order of priority listed above.

d.	As a consideration for the payments to be made by the Beneficiary, the Provider hereby undertakes to provide the Beneficiary with the Services and to remove their defects in accordance with the provisions of the Contract in all aspects.
e.	The Beneficiary hereby undertakes to pay the Provider, as consideration for the provision of services, the price of the Contract within the terms and manner established by the Contract.

1.	Object of the contract
1.1.	The Provider assumes the obligation to provide the Services according to the Specification, which is an integral part of this Agreement. 
1.2.	The Beneficiary undertakes, in turn, to pay for and receive the Services provided by the Provider. 
1.3.	The services provided under the contract will comply with the standards indicated in the Tender Specifications. 

2.	Terms and conditions of service
2.1.	The provision of the Services is carried out by the Provider within the deadlines provided by the provision schedule.
2.2.	The accompanying documentation of the Services includes:
a) Act of delivery-receipt of services.
b) Tax invoice/invoice.
2.3.	The originals of the documents referred to in point 2.2 shall be presented to the Beneficiary at the latest at the time of providing the services. The provision of services is considered concluded at the time the above documents are submitted.

3.	Price and payment terms
3.1.	The price of the Services provided under this Agreement is established in Moldovan lei/EURO According to the exchange rate of the National Bank of Moldova on 00.00.0000 (on the date of opening of bids) 1 euro = 00.0000 MDL the amount is 0000000.00 MDL, excluding VAT being indicated Specification of this Contract.
3.2.	The total amount of this Agreement, Vat, is established in Moldovan lei/EURO and constitutes: __________________________________lei MD/EURO.
3.3.	Payment of Payments for Services Rendered will be carried out in Moldovan lei/EURO. 
3.4.	The method and conditions of payment by the Beneficiary will be: 
within 20 working days after the performance of the Services, the presentation of the technical documentation, the delivery-receipt deed, the tax invoice issued through SIA "e-Invoice" / invoice (for non-residents), the certificate of residence and their acceptance without objection by the Beneficiary.
3.5.	Payments will be made by bank transfer to the Provider's settlement account indicated in this Agreement.

4.	Delivery-reception conditions
4.1.	The services are considered delivered by the Provider and received by the Beneficiary if:
a)	the quantity of the Services corresponds to the information indicated in the List of Services and the schedule of the provision and the accompanying documents according to point 2.2 of this Agreement;
b)	the quality of the Services corresponds to the information indicated in the Specification;
4.2.	The Provider is obliged to present to the Beneficiary an original copy of the tax invoice together with the provision of the Services, in order to make the payment. For non-compliance by the Service Provider with this clause, the Beneficiary reserves the right to increase the payment term provided in point 3.4 corresponding to the number of days of delay and to be exempted from paying the penalty established in point 10.3.

5.	Standards
5.1.	The services provided under the contract will comply with the standards presented in the Tender Specifications.
5.2.	When no applicable standard or regulation is mentioned, the standards or other regulations authorized in the Republic of Moldova shall be observed.

6.	Obligations of the parties
6.1.	Based on this Agreement, the Service Provider undertakes:
a)	to provide the Services under the conditions set out in this Agreement;
b)	to notify the Beneficiary after signing this Agreement, within ____ calendar days, by telephone/fax or electronic means, about the availability of the Services;
c)	to ensure the appropriate conditions for the reception of the Services by the Beneficiary, within the established deadlines, in accordance with the requirements of this Agreement;
d)	to ensure the integrity and quality of the Services throughout the period until they are received by the Beneficiary.
6.2.	Based on this Agreement, the Beneficiary undertakes:
a)	to take all necessary measures to ensure the receipt within the established term of the Services provided in accordance with the requirements of this Agreement;
b)	to ensure the payment of the Services provided, respecting the terms and conditions indicated in this Agreement.

7.	Circumstances justifying non-performance of the contract
7.1.	The Parties are exempt from liability for the partial or full non-fulfillment of the obligations under this Agreement, if this is caused by the occurrence of circumstances that justify the non-performance of the contract (wars, natural disasters: fires, floods, earthquakes, as well as other circumstances that do not depend on the will of the Parties).
7.2.	The party invoking the clause of the circumstances justifying the non-performance of the contract is obliged to inform the other Party immediately (but not later than 10 days) of the occurrence of the circumstances justifying the non-performance of the contract.
7.3.	The occurrence of the circumstances justifying the non-performance of the contract, the time of initiation and the term of action must be confirmed by a notice of attestation, duly issued by the competent body of the country of the Party invoking such circumstances.
7.4 If, in the circumstances justifying the non-performance of the contract, it shall be amended by the additional agreement, including the amendment of the terms of performance, in the event of a subsequent performance of the contract. When items 7.1 and 7.3 are performed, the parties amend the contract by agreement - additional, regarding the partial or full non-fulfillment of the obligations, including the modification of the terms in case of suspension and subsequent performance of the contract.

8.	Resolution
8.1.	The termination of the Contract can be achieved with the common agreement of the Parties.
8.2.	The contract can be terminated unilaterally by:
a)	Beneficiary in case of refusal of the Provider to provide the Services provided for in this Agreement; 
b)	Beneficiary in case of non-compliance by the Service Provider with the established performance deadlines;
c)	Provider in case of non-compliance by the Beneficiary with the terms of payment for the Services;
d)	Provider or Beneficiary in case of non-satisfaction by one of the Parties of the claims submitted under this Agreement.
8.3 The Beneficiary has the right to unilaterally terminate the contract during its validity period in one of the following situations:
a) The service provider was, at the time of its award, in one of the situations that would have determined its exclusion from the award procedure according to art. 19 of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement;
b) the contract has been substantially amended requiring a new public procurement procedure in accordance with art. 76 of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement;
c) the contract should not have been awarded to the respective Service Provider, given a serious violation of the obligations resulting from Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement and/or international treaties to which the Republic of Moldova is a party, which was established by a decision of a national or, as the case may be, international court.
8.4.	The party initiating the termination of the Contract is obliged to communicate within 10 (ten) working days to the other Party about its intentions by means of a reasoned letter.
8.5.	The notified party is obliged to respond within 10 (ten) working days from the receipt of the notification. If the dispute is not resolved within the established deadlines, the initiating party will initiate the resolution.

9.	Complaints 
9.1.	Complaints regarding the quantity of Services provided are submitted to the Provider at the time of their receipt, being confirmed by a document drawn up jointly with the Provider's representative.
9.2.	Claims regarding the quality of the services provided shall be submitted within ___ days of the detection of the quality deficiencies and shall be confirmed by a certificate issued by a neutral and authorised independent organisation.
9.3.	The Provider is obliged to examine the claims submitted within ___ days from the date of their receipt and to communicate to the Beneficiary about the decision taken.
9.4.	In case of recognition of the claims, the Provider is obliged, within ___ days, to provide the Beneficiary with the additional quantity of services not provided, and in case of finding the inadequate quality – to replace or correct them in accordance with the requirements of the Contract. 
9.5.	The provider is responsible for the quality of the Services within the established limits, including for hidden defects.
9.6.	In case of deviation from the quality confirmed by the quality certificate drawn up by the neutral or authorized independent organization, the expenses for stationary or late stay shall be borne by the guilty party.

10.	Penalties
10.1.	The form of guarantee for the good performance of the contract agreed by the Beneficiary is ______________________________, in the amount of _5_% of the contract value. 
10.2.	For the refusal to provide the Services provided for in this Contract, the guarantee of good performance of the contract will be retained, if it has been constituted in accordance with the provisions of point 10.1., otherwise it incurs a penalty in the amount of _5_% of the total amount of the contract.
10.3.	For the late provision of the Services, the Provider bears the payment of compensation in the amount of _0,1__% of the amount of Services not rendered, for each day of delay, but not more than _5_ % of the total amount of this Agreement. If the delay exceeds ___ days, it shall provide the Beneficiary with an explanation in written form. If the Beneficiary accepts, the Provider extends the term of validity of the performance guarantee, otherwise it is considered as a refusal to provide the Services provided for in this Contract and the Provider will be retained the performance guarantee of the Contract, if it was constituted in accordance with the provisions of item 10.1.
10.4.	For late payment, the Beneficiary bears the payment of the compensation in the amount of _0,1_% of the amount of Unpaid Services, for each day of delay, but not more than _1_% of the total amount of this contract.
10.5. The first working day after the date that constitutes the deadline for provision, as well as the deadline for payment is considered a working day of delay. 
10.6. The amount of the penalty calculated to the Provider under this Agreement may be deducted (retained) by the Beneficiary from the amount of payment for the Services provided.

11.	Intellectual Property Rights
11.1.	The Provider has the obligation to compensate the Beneficiary against any:
a)	claims and legal actions, resulting from the infringement of intellectual property rights (patents, names, registered trademarks, etc.), related to the equipment, materials, installations or machinery used for or in connection with the products purchased, and
b)	damages, costs, taxes and expenses of any kind, related, unless such violation results from compliance with the Specifications drawn up by the purchaser.

12.	Final provisions
12.1.	Disputes that may arise from this Agreement shall be settled amicably by the Parties. Otherwise, they will be sent for examination to the competent court according to the legislation of the Republic of Moldova.
12.2.	The contracting parties have the right, during the performance of the contract, to agree on the modification of the clauses of the contract, by additional agreement, only in the event of the occurrence of circumstances that are detrimental to their legitimate commercial interests and which could not have been foreseen at the date of conclusion of the contract. Amendments and additions to this Agreement are valid only if they have been completed in writing and signed by both Parties.  
12.3.	Neither Party shall be entitled to assign its obligations and rights under this Agreement to any third party without the written consent of the other party.
12.4.	This Contract is signed holographically and is drawn up in two copies in Romanian, one copy each for the Provider, Beneficiary. 
12.5.	This Contract is considered concluded on the date of signing and enters into force on the date of registration with one of the regional treasuries of the Ministry of Finance.
12.6.	This contract is valid until 31.12.2025.
12.7.	This Agreement represents the agreement of the parties and is deemed to have been signed on the date of application of the last signature by one of the parties.
12.8.	In order to confirm the above, the Parties have signed this Agreement in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Moldova.

1. SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF THE CONTRACT
13.	Main subject matter of the contract
13.1.	The provider undertakes to provide the following categories of services during the agreed period, for the investment objective "Construction of the Balti Regional Hospital":
a) Deliverables reported to Phase no.1;
Analysis of the Pre-Feasibility Study, the land and the composition of the Balti Regional Hospital
Analysis of the legislation and regulations in force
Topogeodetic and geotechnical study
Examination of energy efficiency solutions (geothermal)
Phase 1 Synthesis Report
b) Deliverables reported to Phase no. 2
Architectural sketch
Elaboration of the Technical Theme for Design
c) Deliverables reported to Phase no.3;
Elaboration of the technical documentation for the Project phase
Project verification
Specifications for Phase 2 Design-Build
d) Providing technical assistance and authorial supervision.
Provides technical assistance during the examination of the drafts/proposals for documents provided for in art. 13.1. letters a), b) and c) of this contract, by the Beneficiary or the persons designated by it and until the conclusion of the Act of delivery-receipt of the Services, as well as during the design-build procurement procedure of the construction works and the author's supervision in the elaboration of the execution documentation.
13.2.	During the period of providing technical assistance, the Service Provider will remedy, at no further cost to the Beneficiary, any errors contained in the documents made by it and handed over to the Beneficiary. Also, the Service Provider will ensure, if necessary, the updating of the topographical, hydrological and geotechnical studies without any other expenses for the Beneficiary. The Service Provider also responds to any requests for clarification from the Beneficiary or from the persons designated by it regarding the technical documents listed above. 
13.3.	The Beneficiary undertakes to pay the Service Provider the agreed price for carrying out the activities subject to this contract, if they comply with the qualitative and quantitative requirements established by it, the award documentation and by the technical regulations or legislation in force.  
13.4.	The Provider assigns to the Beneficiary the patrimonial copyright regarding the documents that are the subject of this contract/deliverables of the contract.  
13.5.	The payment made by the Beneficiary regarding one/more/all the activities and/or deliverables that are the subject of this contract does not remove the Provider's liability for their non-fulfillment/non-preparation or their fulfillment/preparation in a defective manner.

14.	Contract price and payment methods 
14.1.	The total price of the contract consists of the amounts owed by the Beneficiary to the Provider (or, as the case may be, to the subcontractor for the part of the contract performed by him), for the performance of the services described in this contract.
14.2.	The services provided will be settled based on their verification and approval by the Beneficiary's representatives, taking into account only the services actually (actually) provided and their quality. 
14.3.	 The payment of the services will be made within 20 working days from the date of delivery and acceptance of the services provided on the date of signing the Act of delivery-receipt of services.
14.4.	In order to apply the provisions of international treaties on the avoidance of double taxation with non-residents, the Provider shall present the "Certificate of Tax Residence" issued by the competent authority of his/her state of residence, otherwise the contracting authority shall withhold income tax in the amount of 12% of the amount submitted for payment, according to the provisions of the Fiscal Code of the Republic of Moldova. The tax residence certificate issued in a foreign language shall be presented with a translation into Romanian, except for the one issued in English. The tax residence certificate will be presented to the Beneficiary until the Invoice (for non-residents) is presented for payment.
14.5. If the Service Provider subcontracts parts of this contract (at its conclusion or during its validity period) then, according to art.75 para. (8) of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement, the contracting authority will make, at the express request of the subcontractors, direct payments to them (corresponding to the part/parts of the contract fulfilled by them), in accordance with the applicable legal provisions and to the extent that the nature of the contract allows it. In this case, the legal transfer of payment obligations to subcontractors for the part/parts of the contract performed by them takes place. The transfer will operate from the moment the fulfillment of the obligations assumed by the subcontracting contract has been confirmed. 
14.6.	In order to make direct payments to the subcontractors, they will express (at the time of signing the contract or, as the case may be, at the time of introduction into the public procurement contract), the option to be paid directly by the contracting authority, according to the provisions of art.75, para. (9) of Law no. 131/2015 on public procurement. 
14.7.	The Beneficiary will make direct payments to the agreed subcontractors only when their performance is confirmed by documents agreed by all parties (i.e. contracting authority, Service Provider and subcontractor) or by the contracting authority and subcontractor when, unjustifiably, the Service Provider blocks the confirmation of the performance of the obligations assumed by the subcontractor.
14.8.	The provisions regarding the direct payment of subcontractors shall not diminish the Provider's liability in terms of the manner in which the public procurement contract is performed.
14.9.	By exception to the provisions of para. previously, the Service Provider will not be liable for the fulfillment of the obligations incumbent on the subcontractor, in the event that it has communicated, in writing and motivated, to the Beneficiary that the subcontractor has not fulfilled a part/all of its obligations and the Beneficiary nevertheless proceeds to receive and pay for the respective services without taking into account the objections of the Service Provider. The exemption from liability refers only to the services that cumulatively meet the conditions specified above (respectively they are performed by the subcontractor and paid for by the Beneficiary, and the Provider has notified, in writing and motivated, the Beneficiary about the non-conformities found before the latter receives and pays for the services).
14.10.	The provisions relating to the direct payment of subcontractors shall not diminish the liability of the Service Provider with regard to the manner in which the procurement contract is fulfilled (including with regard to the manner in which the subcontractor fulfils its obligations), unless the Service Provider has notified the Beneficiary that the subcontractor has not fulfilled its obligations improperly and the Beneficiary nevertheless makes the payment.
14.11.	Partial payments do not influence the Provider's liability. They are not considered, by the Beneficiary, as reception of the services provided. Also, the payment of the services provided does not remove the Provider's liability for their vices/shortcomings/non-conformities.

15.	Period of provision of services
15.1.	The provision of the services subject to this contract will be carried out in three stages as follows:

d) Technical assistance and author supervision. 
After the start of the technical assistance services from the contractor, it will deliver to the Beneficiary, at the end of each month, an activity report for the current month, in which it will present the activities carried out during this period. If no activities have been carried out in the current month, it is not necessary to submit the activity report.
15.2.	If, due to exceptional situations that are not due to the fault of the Service Provider and which could not be reasonably/objectively foreseen by a diligent economic operator at the time of drawing up the offer, the latter cannot perform, for a certain period of time, one or more of the activities subject to the contract, the economic operator will notify the Beneficiary in this regard,  within one working day from the occurrence/finding of the exceptional situations and will submit supporting documents showing the reality of the statements.
15.3.	The extension of the term for the provision of services (calculated without taking into account the periods in which exceptional situations have occurred or for which cessation orders have been issued), beyond the one established by the parties, will be made only by means of an addendum and, if applicable, with the collection of penalties (in the event that the extension is due to the fault of the Provider). If the extension is not due to the fault of the Provider, no penalties will be charged.

16. Main obligations of the contractor
16.1.	The Service Provider undertakes to provide the services covered by the contract at the standards and/or performance required by the Beneficiary and provided by law and other technical normative acts in construction.
16.2.	The Provider undertakes to provide the services within the periods/terms established by this contract.
16.3.	If the services provided do not correspond to the quality standards required by the Beneficiary and/or provided by the technical regulations or the applicable legal provisions, the Service Provider undertakes to ensure their restoration so that they comply with the aforementioned standards, without further expense to the contracting authority. This obligation also subsists if the shortcomings have not been noticed by the Beneficiary on the date of conclusion of the Acts of delivery and receipt of the services or of any other deliverables that fall under its responsibility. 
16.4.	The provider has the obligation to provide the services with due attention and promptness, in accordance with the obligations assumed by the contract and/or provided by the applicable technical regulations or legal provisions.
16.5.	The Service Provider has the obligation to supervise the performance of the services, to ensure the workforce and its endowment to the standards established by the contract and/or provided by the technical regulations or the applicable legal provisions.
16.6.	In the relations between the parties, the Service Provider is fully responsible for the correctness of all services provided by it (directly or through subcontractors).
16.7.	The Provider has the obligation to comply with and execute the written provisions of the Beneficiary in any matter, whether or not mentioned in the contract, regarding its fulfillment. If the Service Provider considers that the Beneficiary's provisions are unjustified, inappropriate or illegal, it has the right to raise objections, in writing, without such objections absolving it of the obligation to execute the instructions received, unless they contravene the legal provisions or endanger the safety of its employees or third parties. In this case, the Service Provider will communicate, in writing, to the Beneficiary the legal/technical grounds that were the basis of its decision.  
16.8.	If the compliance with and execution of the provisions provided for in the previous paragraph determines difficulties that generate additional costs that could not be reasonably/objectively foreseen by a diligent economic operator when preparing the offer, then these costs will be covered at the expense of the Beneficiary. In this case, before proceeding with the execution of the written provisions of the Beneficiary that entail additional costs, the Provider will obtain the written agreement of the Beneficiary in this regard.  
16.9.	If, according to the applicable laws, it is necessary to organize an award procedure, the Beneficiary will notify the Provider of this and will order, if necessary, the termination of the contract/provision of those services that require the organization of a procedure.
16.10.	The provider is responsible for the correctness and accuracy of the data entered in the invoices or documents issued by him in connection with the performance of the contract. The Service Provider will bear any damage caused to the Beneficiary as a result of incorrect/false information sent to him.
16.11.	As part of the technical assistance services, the Provider will also ensure, if applicable, the following activities: 
-	The Service Provider will respond to requests for clarification sent by the expert groups within the contracting authority, during the consultation/approval sessions (work shops, team meetings, etc.) of the services provided or any other deliverable prepared by it. Also, if necessary, it will make all corrections, additions, modifications, updates or adaptations to the current situation necessary to carry out the procedures for handing over and receiving the deliverables;
-	The Service Provider will assist the Beneficiary during the organization of the procurement procedures regarding the Design-Build of the works for the "Construction of the Balti Regional Hospital". The Service Provider will respond to requests for clarification received from economic operators/potential bidders, regarding the design theme or any other deliverable prepared by it. Also, if necessary, it will carry out all corrections, additions, modifications, updates or adaptations to the situation in the field necessary for the completion, in good conditions, of the award procedures.
-	The Service Provider will assist the Beneficiary during the elaboration of the project documentation in the execution phase by the operator for the Design-Build phase. The provider will respond to the requests for clarification received.

17.	Subcontractors and third-party supporters
17.1.	The Service Provider has the obligation to conclude contracts with the designated subcontractors (if any), under the same conditions under which it signed the contract with the Beneficiary.
17.2.	The service provider is obliged to present all contracts concluded by it with the subcontractors designated in the tender.
17.3.	The list of subcontractors, with their recognition data, as well as the contracts concluded with them become annexes to this contract.
17.4.	In the relations between the parties, the Service Provider is fully liable to the Beneficiary for the way in which the subcontractor and/or the supporting third party fulfills its part of the contract and/or the activities for which it has provided the support.
17.5.	The replacement/introduction of subcontractors in/into the contract can be done in the following cases:
a)	The replacement concerns the subcontractors named in the tender and the activities that have been indicated in the tender as being carried out by the subcontractors. 
b)	Declaration of new subcontractors after the date of signing the public procurement contract under the conditions in which the services to be subcontracted have been provided for in the offer without initially indicating the option of subcontracting them, if the following cumulative conditions are met:
i.	the introduction of a new subcontractor has no impact on the fulfilment of the qualification and selection criteria or on the application of the award criterion reported at the time of evaluation of tenders;
Ii.	the introduction of a new subcontractor does not change the price of the contract;
Iii.	the introduction of a new subcontractor is strictly necessary for the performance of the public contract;
Iv.	By introducing a new subcontractor, the general character of the object of the public procurement contract is not changed (the purpose of the contract as well as the main indicators characterizing the result of that contract remain unchanged).
c)	Renunciation/withdrawal of subcontractors from the public procurement contract. In this case, the Service Provider has the obligation to take over the part/parts of the contract related to the subcontracted activity or to replace the subcontract with a new one under the conditions provided for in letter b).  
17.6.	The replacement/involvement of subcontractors after the date of signing the contract can only be done with the agreement of the contracting authority.
17.7.	If the Service Provider invokes the support of a third party, the firm commitment of support submitted within the offer by the latter will become an annex to the contract. This document must necessarily contain the commitment of the third party to ensure, whenever necessary, the support of the Provider if it encounters difficulties during the execution of the contract in the areas that were the subject of the support. 
17.8.	If, during the period of provision of the services, the Provider does not fulfill its obligations and responsibilities with regard to the aspects for which it has received support from the third party, the Beneficiary will be entitled to request the remedy of the situation through the involvement of the third party (including by substitution of the Provider by the third party).

18.	Intellectual Property Rights
18.1.	In the relationship between the Parties, the Provider will retain its copyright and other intellectual property rights over the documents developed under this contract by it until their approval by the Beneficiary, the date on which they become its property.
18.2.	From the date of approval and receipt by the Beneficiary, the Provider assigns its patrimonial rights to the Beneficiary. The assignment will be exclusive and will be made on behalf of the Beneficiary.
18.3.	It is considered that (by signing the Contract) the Provider authorizes the Beneficiary to copy, use and transmit the documents prepared by the Provider within this contract, including the amendments made to them.
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
